To ensure that the course addresses the needs of the group, participants are asked to submit the following at least one week before the course begins: 
1. In a statement of about 2-3 double-spaced, typed pages, discuss your experience in writing academic English. Consider the following questions: When did you begin writing academic prose in English? Have you taken any writing courses previously? What did you learn? Have you been able to implement that knowledge successfully in your own writing? How does your experience of reading academic prose inform your writing practices? What are your current concerns about writing in English (i.e., essay components, such as thesis, paraphrase, grammar topics)?

2. Describe your current research project. Summarize its purpose, your timeline for completion, and the current stage of development. (1 page)

3. Share with the instructor two articles in your field that you consider strong examples of academic writing.

Preliminary Course Content
Day 1: 

· Introduction to the major aspects of academic writing: audience, research problem, argumentation, organization, style

· Audience awareness (analysis and in-class practice)

· Formulation of research problem: topic → question → problem (lecture and in-class practice)

· Argumentation: reasons, evidence, warrants (lecture and in-class practice)

Day 2:

· Claims, limiting conditions, and hedges (lecture and in-class practice)

· The writing process: planning, drafting, revising, editing (discussion and in-class practice)

· Common sentence-level concerns (discussion and in-class practice)

Day 3:

· Abstracts, introductions, conclusions (discussion and in-class practice)

· Academic integrity and implementation of prescribed documentation styles
