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The author analyzes the following issues related to the methodology of multilevel analysis of post-communist transformations: the concept of transition, starting and final points of transformation, and the criteria for the completion of a transformation period.
One of the stereotypes that persist in treating social and economic transformations is the reduction of the research subject to a nation state. Having revealed the limitations of this approach, the author presents an original methodology of multilevel analysis of transformation processes, involving research into both national transformation models and the way they are influenced by the changes taking place at the regional and global levels. Based on this methodology, the new typology of post-communist countries and the new criteria for the completion of post-communist transformations are developed.
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
