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Abstract

There are two datasets for this comparative study: first is the third wave of European Social Survey (2006) of population older than 15 years done in more than twenty European countries including Russia; second includes two surveys of directors and ‘blue collars’ conducted at the end of 2007 at the 300 manufacturing companies at the main industrial regions of Russia using representative sample for the manufacturing industries. This dataset was generated within the Innovation Educational Program of the State University – Higher School of Economics.
Proposed paper contains two main sections reflecting both levels of analysis of trust, societal and level of industrial enterprise. Firstly, by means of ESS data there was study of two groups of people, “trusting” and “distrusting” to others. Differences in Russia and East/West European countries were revealed. Then analysis of social factors of trust and distrust was conducted. Secondly, there was a research of the specific forms of trust and distrust at the level of industrial enterprises, in particular “horizontal” (in labor-labor and management-management relations) and “vertical” (in labor-management relations) trusts. At least, the relations between forms of trust and some industrial enterprise performances were studied.
