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Government-public relations (GPR) is a powerful tool at disposal of political parties functioning in dynamic democratic environment. Although GPR is often confused with “PR” or “black PR,” actually GPR is a way to improve society by closer integration of government and the people so as to assure the success of social ideas and aspirations through multilateral communications and connections.  Effective GPR is key to democracy. In Russia, the ability of GPR to juxtapose and maneuver between the officialdom and the citizenry as well as to find internal consensus and respect rivals is becoming a necessary skill for political and social success. 
This round-table will describe how GPR professionals set their goals, choose their tools, and plan their schedule to maximize their resources and best realize the ideas of their stakeholders they are to promote.
