 Содержание тем программы
1. Basic Principles of the Multilateral Trading System. WTO Agreements.
The main provision of the WTO Agreements is that international trade in goods and services must be conducted without discrimination between WTO members. Non-discrimination principle is implemented through the Most-Favored-Nation treatment (MFN) which runs through all the WTO Agreements. The MFN clause is supplemented by the National treatment (NT) clause for trade in goods as well as for trade in services sectors where countries have made commitments. The NT clause prohibits any discrimination between imported and domestically produced goods and services. Market access is provided for, besides via MFN and national NT clauses, through elimination of import quantitative restrictions and their gradual replacement by customs duties being more efficient instrument of trade regulation, as well as through transparency in trade regime issues of member states.

The “Final Act” signed in Marrakesh in 1994 is like a cover note. Everything else is attached to this. Foremost is the Agreement Establishing the WTO (or the WTO Agreement), which serves as an umbrella agreement. Annexed are the agreements on goods (GATT), services (GATS) and intellectual property (TRIPS), Dispute settlement, Trade policy review mechanism and the Plurilateral agreements. As  for 2009, the legal base of the WTO includes more than 50 legal documents.

2. WTO Rules and their Application.

Recalling that on 15 April 1994 in Marrakesh, concluding the Uruguay Round, Ministers welcomed the stronger and clearer legal framework they had adopted for the conduct of international trade, including a more effective and reliable dispute settlement mechanism. That framework, i.e. the WTO Agreements, provide international trade with a set of rules: rules on trade in goods, rules on trade in services, rules on Trade-Related Aspects of Intellectual Property Rights etc. As a result of Doha Ministerial Conference in November 2001, WTO Members agreed to continue negotiations on WTO Rules. These negotiations relate to the following subject matter: the Agreement on Implementation of Article VI of GATT 1994 (better known as the Anti-dumping Agreement); the Agreement on Subsidies and Countervailing Measures and, in this context, WTO disciplines on fisheries subsidies; and WTO provisions applying to regional trade agreements.

3. TBTs as an Instrument of Trade Policy and Modern Trends in their Application.

Past and recent efforts in making the global economy more integrated. Progressive  reduction and even elimination of regulatory barriers. The role of  the subject of technical barriers to trade (TBTs) is an important topic for discussion in trade policy. Of these regulatory issues technical barriers to trade (TBTs) arising from differences in national product or process standards and duplication of conformity assessment procedures are of primary importance. Regulatory issues such as standards and conformity assessment (CA) can foster trade by reducing transaction costs (David (1995), David and Greenstein (1990)), but they can also act to constrain trade between countries. Producers may have to adapt their products to be accepted in foreign markets with the associated costs of redesign of products to separate markets.2 In addition, foreign governments may not recognize the tests performed in the exporter home country so that exporters have to undertake expensive tests in the foreign markets.

4. Trade Negotiations: Theory and Practice.

The objective of this two-part course is the development of systematic skills in diagnosing and managing trade related negotiations at bilateral, plurilateral and multilateral levels. It is an experience based course consisting of presentations of negotiation theory and concepts followed by application in class through negotiation exercise. The course will civer the strategy and tactics of negotiations, main approaches to planning the negotiations. The students are provided with behavioural and strategic instruments. provides the students with a trade negotiations case using a real life WTO negotiation. Students will gain experience in using negotiation techniques and trade related case material.  

5. Dispute Settlement Mechanism and Its Reform.
The best international agreement is not worth very much if its obligations cannot be enforced when one of the signatories fails to comply with such obligations. An effective mechanism to settle disputes thus increases the practical value of the commitments the signatories undertake in an international agreement. The fact that the Members of the (WTO) established the current dispute settlement system during the Uruguay Round of Multilateral Trade Negotiations underscores the high importance they attach to compliance by all Members with their obligations under the WTO Agreement.

Settling disputes in a timely and structured manner is important. It helps to prevent the detrimental effects of unresolved international trade conflicts and to mitigate the imbalances between stronger and weaker players by having their disputes settled on the basis of rules rather than having power determine the outcome. Most people consider the WTO dispute settlement system to be one of the major results of the Uruguay Round. After the entry into force of the WTO Agreement in 1995, the dispute settlement system soon gained practical importance as Members frequently resorted to using this system.

6. RTAs and WTO Rules: Compliance.
The last two decades have seen an explosion of Regional Trade Agreements (RTAs), some of them involving several countries, many of them bilateral. Some have been local, within regions, others have stretched across regions. Some have involved deep integration, going beyond the WTO, while others have been quite light and superficial. All in all, some 350 RTAs exist as for 2009. The proliferation of RTAs has created a “spaghetti bowl” of cross-crossing arrangements, with little attention to coherence among agreements or to the implications of so many regimes for trade costs, efficiency, and the conditions of competition in global markets. Will the RTAs continue to multiply, eventually reaching some critical number that can place the trading system in fragile equilibrium, where hundreds of criss-crossing RTAs coexist in some fashion with the WTO? It seems, most people think not taking in consideration concern about incoherence, confusion, unnecessary business costs, instability and unpredictability in trade.                     Since 2009 the WTO has launched a new database on regional trade agreements (RTAs). This contains all the relevant documentation received by the WTO following notification by a WTO member that an RTA has been established. The database, which is one of the requirements of the General Council's Transparency Decision on RTAs, contains all the notifications, links to the content of the relevant RTAs, legal provisions and information on the WTO’s assessments of the RTAs.

7. Future of the Multilateral Trading System (after Doha Round).
The main challenges facing the multilateral trading system: protectionism, lack of political will of main trading states, regionalism, erosion of the MFN regime etc. Advantages of the WTO: universalism, dispute settlement mechanism etc. Reflections on the post-crisis agenda for the WTO: in the current difficult global economic circumstances, the role of the WTO is becoming increasingly important. Given the fact that companies today increasingly face various barriers to trade, it is important that the WTO discusses its role in tackling these issues. An other well known tendency of the evolution of the Multilateral trading System consists in growing role of developing countries in the WTO. To prospect the future of the WTO and the Multilateral trading System the WTO members are to make sure they will ready to negotiate and agree on new trade rules or they will end in paralysis after a successful DDA (Doha Development Agenda) conclusion.
