The subject matter of the article is the collection of comic verses “Cantici di Fidenzio” of Camillo Scroffa (1550 ca.; publ. 1562) and some phenomena of its literary reception. The “CF” are regarded as literary experiment parodying two authoritative traditions simultaneously: that of allegorical narration, in which the hermetic content is enclosed in the images and locutions of low style, and that of  Petrarchism. The rhetorical doctrine of correlation between the subject and the register of the speech plays the central part in parodying both traditions. The author of  the article develops the thesis that C. Scroffa parodies the mere procedure of the stylistic identification of text.
