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1. General Description of the Program
The program for concentration in "Philosophical anthropology" is developed based on the state standard of education approved by the decree of the Ministry of Education of the Russian Federation № 686 on 03/02/2000.
Concentration in philosophical anthropology comprises core courses from the federal and regional (institutional) components, special and elective courses, and research.
The program is designed to prepare its graduates for work in the crucial areas of higher education in Russia, including but not limited to teaching humanities in the modern setting, as it transitions into a system of higher education compliant with the Bologna process.
Instruction uses a systematic and comprehensive approach to the subject matter.
2. List of topics
· Philosophical anthropology,
· Current issues in philosophical knowledge,
· Value systems of different levels,
· Social perspectives and ideological programs.
3. Curriculum
The program for Master of Arts is developed in accordance with state standards of education. Core and special courses of the program represent a logical development of the Bachelor’s curriculum and are therefore the second level of a two-tier system of higher education in the field of philosophy.
The first level (Bachelor’s) includes:
· core courses in philosophy at the Department of Philosophy spread across 20 modules;
· related courses that are needed for a comprehensive understanding of social and political issues;
· special courses for concentrations in ontology and epistemology, history of philosophy and practical philosophy to be taken during the 3rd and the 4th years (648 hours), which provide for a deep understanding of theoretical concepts, methods and concepts of philosophy and constitute the foundation of the Master of Arts program with concentration in philosophical anthropology.
Required courses of the federal level in the Master of Arts program take up a significant portion of instructional time (702 hours from 1,026 hours). Most of the material is covered during the first year.
First year curriculum is designed to allow for further development of students' research skills. Much attention is paid to students' independent work, consultation with instructors and academic advisors.
4. Main types of training:
• Lectures;
• Discussions;
• Papers on the key issues of philosophical anthropology;
• Workshops;
• Homework Assignments;
• Individual and group research projects;
• Conferences / poster presentations / research workshops allowing students to present their research projects, coursework and other independent work;
• Methodological seminars as a form of discussion of scientific concepts, hypotheses and research methods of modern philosophy;
• Individual study (homework assignments and essays, preparation for discussions, research projects and term papers);
• Consultations with instructors and scholars to help students master both theoretical and practical material as well as deepen their understanding of modern Russia.
In the second year students take on a teaching assistantship and write a master's thesis. The thesis is a piece of independent research and should demonstrate the ability of students to apply theoretical knowledge to solve specific scientific and applied problems in the field of philosophical anthropology.
After thesis defense students are awarded a Master of Arts in Philosophy with concentration in philosophical anthropology.
5. Program for the Academic Year 2010-2011

5.1. First year
Required courses:
I. Current issues in philosophy (course is divided into 4 blocks)
Credits: 7,5
I/1 Current issues in practical philosophy
Lecturer: Filippov Alexander, Doctor of science (Sociology), professor, Head of the Department of Practical Philosophy (e-mail: filippovaf@gmail.com)
Research Interests: history of classical sociology, theoretical sociology, sociology of politics, sociology of space, sociology of culture, political philosophy, theory of action 

Summary: Practical philosophy has been long recognized as part of the education in the field of philosophy. It focuses on concepts of being and cognition through concepts duty and action. On the other hand it is oriented toward practice of politics, economics and social life more than any other branch of philosophy. It is also a philosophy of culture, politics, sociality and philosophy of economics. 
Below are the principal questions of practical philosophy:
Ethics: What is welfare? What is duty? How to apply moral principles of standard ethics to resolve specific conflict situations?

Political philosophy: What is politics? What is domination? What is political justice? 

Social philosophy: What is the nature of human sociality? What is the nature of social action? How are society and social order possible?
Philosophy of economics: How are human position in the world and economic method of take possession of the world related to each other? How can we reconcile ethical conception of duty and idea of possession?
Issues in philosophy of culture and social philosophy are right in between political and moral philosophy and theory of culture and general philosophy.

I/2 Philosophical Hermeneutics

Research Interests: history of modern German philosophy, philosophy of techniques, political philosophy

Sumary: This course begins with a consideration of the background of philosophical hermeneutics in a protestant theory of interpretation. It follows the hermeneutic tradition in philosophy as it develops in the twentieth century, through a philosophical examination of the works of influential hermeneutical philosophers, especially Martin Heidegger, Hans-Georg Gadamer, Jürgen Habermas and Paul Ricoeur. Attention is paid mostly to Hans-Georg Gadamer’s "Truth and method".

I/3 Problem of the subject in contemporary practical philosophy
Lecturer: Yastrebtseva Anastasia, Candidate of Science (Philosophy), Associate Professor

Research Interests: political and moral philosophy, history of Russian philosophy; philosophy of education, philosophy of law.
Summary: The course deals with the phenomena of subject and subjectivity, power relations, their political and ethical aspects. XIX and XX centuries brought significant changes to the very idea of the significance and role of the subject in history and politics, political and socio-philosophical categories of human existence - freedom, responsibility, will, values, ideals, etc. In the end, in postmodern literature renounced the subject, proclaiming "the death of the subject" and "death of the author”. However, in recent decades, we try to reconstruct the subject and subjectivity bringing to life the anthropological concept of the past, for example, the philosophy of Immanuel Kant. Rejection of Nietzsche's vision of the man and influence of psychoanalysis have demonstrated the need to rethink the role and place of the human subject in historical and cultural development of the mankind.
I/4 Contemporary Metaphysics
Lecturer: Levina Tatiana, Candidate of Science (Philosophy), Associate Professor

Research Interests: realism, possible worlds, modalities, cognitive theory

Summary: Contemporary Metaphysics covers metaphysical issues in Analytic Philosophy of the late XX century – early XXI century. There was a very fruitful return to classical topics in Philosophy around 1980 in Australia, Great Britain and US. The salvation of classical problems has appeared to be unique because of the analytical method, elaborated by Analytical Philosophy in 1950-60. Though the nominalist theories prevail in Analytic Philosophy, we will focus on topics that emerged in recent decades.

The main topics are:

1.Possible Worlds and Modalities, stated by Alvin Plantinga, David Lewis and Robert Stalnaker and De Re propositions, related to it

2.Universals and methodology of Realism, elaborated by David Armstrong and others (David Lewis, Sidney Shoemaker)

3.Theory of Non-existent objects, as suggested by Terence Parsons, who bases his investigation on phenomenology of Alexius Meinong,

4.Theory of Abstract Objects of neo-fregeanists Bob Hale, Crispin Wright, Edward Zalta.

The goal of this course is not only to read and understand suggested texts, but in juxtapose them with the greater classical tradition of Plato, Scholiasts, Leibnitz and Philosophy of XX century to make a conceptual analysis.

II. Modern philosophy (course is divided into 4 blocks)
Credits: 7,5

II/1 History and philosophy of science
Lecturer: Porus Vladimir, Doctor of science (Philosophy), Professor, Head of the Department of Ontology, Logics and Cognitive Theory (e-mail: vporus@rambler.ru)
Research Interests: history of philosophy, logic and science methodology, philosophy of culture
Summary: Issues philosophy of science are discussed based on the historical background. The main trends in contemporary philosophy of science (from Comte to Popper and so on) are passed as the historical search for the science's own outline.  The main focus is on the “science-in-context” problem.

II/2 The Philosophy of Ludwig Wittgenstein
Lecturer: Danko Sofya, Candidate of Science (Philosophy), Associate Professor

Research Interests: cognitive theory, analytical philosophy
Summary: This course surveys Wittgenstein’s principal contributions to 20th Century philosophy of language, metaphysics and epistemology. Course considers the continuities and discontinuities between his early and late work and the broader philosophical motivations and consequences of the specific arguments he offers.  The emphasis throughout the course will be on careful reading and interpretation of Wittgenstein’s texts themselves and on their interpretation. While this course does not directly address the huge secondary literature on Wittgenstein, students are encouraged to make use of the commentaries and discussions placed on reserve in the library as aids or foils in developing readings of Wittgenstein’s views. Apart from the details of Wittgenstein’s philosophical positions the course is also considering the continuity of his philosophy and his views on ethics.

II/3 Science and Technology Studies: A Philosophical Introduction
Lecturer: Stoliarova Olga, Candidate of Science (Philosophy), Associate Professor

Research Interests: history and philosophy of science, science and technology studies (STS), realistic interpretation of the constructivist epistemology, return to the dialectic as a "relational ontology"
Summary: The course unfolds a philosophical perspective on Science and Technology Studies (STS). Its meta-goal is to analyze current epistemological and methodological agenda as tightly connected with ontological premises, to trace how changes on the side of ontology induce new epistemological schemes, to inscribe STS in the wider range of mixed reality models that are about to draw natural and social sciences together. The historical (preliminary) part of the course covers two modern traditions – ‘ontology of nature’ (natural sciences and  metaphysics) and ‘ontology of culture’ (social sciences and critical theories) – tracing their paths up to ‘nature-culture ontology’ in XX century (philosophies of process, complexity and system theories). The traditions of history of science, philosophy of science, sociology of science and philosophy of technology are considered as predecessors of STS. 

II/4 Philosophy of Mind

Lecturer: Gasparian Diana, Candidate of Science (Philosophy), Associate Professor

Research Interests: Philosophy of 20th century, Philosophy of Mind.

Summary: The branch of philosophy called the “philosophy of mind” related to our understanding of the mind’s place in the universe. We begin with our commonsense understanding of the mind, as a collection of properties, attributes, states activities and abilities that we refer to in our everyday use of psychological terms and expressions to characterize each other and ourselves. With this commonsense understanding in hand, we ask: What sort of entity is the mind? This is a metaphysical questions; it concerns the fundamental constitution of the universe, the things we find in that universe, and the way in which the mind exists in nature.

The focus of this course can be divided very roughly into four main sections, each of which, however, overlaps with and is in many respects a continuation of the other topics. (1) First, we address the traditional ‘mind-body’ problem – the question concerning the relationship between the mental and the physical world. We will canvass the most influential answers to the mind-body problem focusing on dualism and psycho-neural identity. (2) Second, we will examine in greater depth the doctrine of physicalism and considerations for and against “reductive” and “non-reductive” physicalism. (3) Third, we will examine the problem of phenomenal consciousness and the proposal that the existence of “qualia” demonstrates that reductive physicalism is false. (4) Finally, we will examine the nature of phenomenal concepts – the cognitive tools our minds purportedly use to think and reason about phenomenal properties.
The primary aim of the course is to leave students with a firm grasp of many of the central issues addressed in recent works by “analytic” philosophers of mind.
III. Philosophical Anthropology
Credits: 7,5

Lecturer: Rutkevitch Alexey, Doctor of science (Philosophy), Professor, Head of the Department of History of Philosophy (e-mail: rutkevitch@yandex.ru)
Research Interests: history of contemporary Western philosophy, philosophical anthropology, hermeneutics, psychoanalysis 

Summary: This course offers students a chance to address the fundamental questions of human life. In the process of course students develop skills of critical enquiry, sensitivity and an appreciation of topical debates about human being. Over the course, a range of theoretical and methodological propositions concerning philosophical view of man is explored. Ultimately, all theories and methodological approaches could be read as statements about human being and the worlds they create and inhabit. The course addresses two main issues. The first is concerned with the main theoretical perspectives of human being, discussions and critics the fundamental philosophical doctrines. The second refers to methodological questions: How to think about man? What are the main arguments and mental instruments for investigation of human being? How cultural contexts affect our theoretical descriptions? Therefore course explores the relationship between theoretical and methodological issues.

IV. Research Seminar "Philosophical Anthropology" 
Credits: 3
IV/1 Seminar on Plato's Sophist and Parmenides
Head of Workshop: Michaylovsky Alexander, Candidate of Science (Philosophy), Associate Professor (e-mail: aleksander@mail.ru)
Research Interests: history of modern German philosophy, philosophy of techniques, political philosophy

Summary: The seminar examines two most important late Platonic dialogues Sophist and Parmenides. The focus of the seminar will be on the doctrine of the limited intercommunion of Forms, of not-being as otherness in Sophist and the self-criticism of Plato’s theory of Forms in Parmenides. The students will also analyze Plato’s most intense study in metaphysics.

Credits: 4,5
IV/2 Political theory in the twentieth century
Head of Workshop: Pavlov Alexander, Candidate of Science (Law), Associate Professor

Research Interests: history of political philosophy, American political thought of XX century, legal philosophy, Social theory
Summary: Within the confines of the scientific seminar "Political Theory in the twentieth century" students discuss main methodological problems of the modern political theory. The workshop provides answers to many questions. What is political theory? How it relates to political science and political philosophy? How has it evolved throughout the twentieth century? What are the methodological approaches to the study of political theory, etc.? In addition to more detailed information about traditional notions of political theory problematic notion of "characteristic of the political philosophy of the twentieth century - relativism, absolutism, ideology, totalitarianism, post-modernism, feminist criticism, scientism and antistsientizm in political science are discussed. The main purpose of the course within the Master's program is an attempt to quickly explain to students what political theory is in general, as it has transformed and evolved over centuries of its existence, and as it is today.
Elective courses:
V. Religion today
Credits: 3
Lecturer: Knorre Boris, Candidate of Science (Philosophy), Associate Professor
(e-mail: knorre@yandex.ru)

Research Interests: sociology and phenomenology of religion, Russian philosophy; church-state relations, art criticism.
Summary: The course is designed in accordance with the integral concept of religion which supposes a description of religion in its multiple manifestations: doctrine, brief history, influence at the culture, social and political dimension as well as a parallel illustration of the interrelation of those levels.

A description of a certain religion is given with a reference to the current situation. On one hand, it supposes an illustration of the influence of basic principles of this religious system at its current state; from the other hand, it demands an illustration of the influence of this religion to the culture connected to it and to the psychological approaches of bearers of this culture.

The goals of the course are:

1) to give an adequate idea about the phenomenon of the contemporary religion as it is and about the place of various religions in the modern world;

2) to show the relation between the primary basic principles of religions and their contemporary states;

3) to give an interpretation of the history and doctrines of the world religions in the context of their influence upon the culture;

4) to train students to analyze cultural phenomena from the point of view of their religious conditionality, to expose religious elements in art, philosophy, politic and other spheres of social life;

5) to train students to work with religious data, to evaluate a specific religious situation in a certain state and society – correspondingly, to introduce the basic religious concepts to students, to define terms accepted in a certain society for characteristic of religious phenomena, such as “religious”, “confessional”, “laic” and “sacred”, as well as “fundamentalism”, “modernism”, “conservatism” and “liberalism” in the context of the religious field.

Religious ideas and traditions are interpreted as a phenomenon of human mentality that is to some extent correlated with the level of development of a certain civilization. We analyze the world religions and their modifications, the most typical for the understanding of the evolution of religious mentality of a society and the influence of religion at culture and civilization in a whole. We touch also upon some new religions and religious-theoretical movements which are characteristic of the whole picture of religion.

We make an emphasis on ideas-generating concepts in the process of describing a certain religious system. After a description and characteristic of them, we show their evolution and their role in the history of culture. Then, we demonstrate manifestations of these concepts in the life of the society where this specific religious system plays a significant role. A particular approach to the analysis of the world religions is in the considering their state in the era of globalization.

At the same time, we spend a significant amount of time analyzing religious concepts in the world culture. In this aspect, we should mention a necessity to show a process of de-sacralization of numerous initially religious concepts, ideas, cliché and phenomena which are disappearing or they are included into a secular discourse. The second case is of a special importance because it proves actuality of studying religion as a cultural factor.

One of the most important tasks of the course is to teach students to understand such topics as a problem of the freedom of conscience, the interrelations of state and religious institutions. On one hand, the course provides the basic formal religious conceptions which reflect inner, “corporative” positions of a certain religious system; on the other hand, there are international legal acts which regulate religious policy of states. Particular attention is paid to the current place of religious communities in Russia. In this case, we are to compare mass stereotypes of interpretation of religion in Russia and to analyze how these stereotypes correlate with Russian legal acts in the sphere of religion. 

Within the framework of the course, we explain the semantic content of the terms accepted in the society – terms which characterize religious phenomena; we give a description of the “religious language” existing in mass media. This explanation provides an objective characteristic of the terms, on one hand; and it clears up those interpretations and pseudo-semantic concepts which appears from time to time in the common-day mentality and in the mass media, on the other hand.

VI. Political Philosophy of the Modern Era
Credits: 3
Lecturer: Dmitriyev Timofey, Candidate of Science (Philosophy), Associate Professor

Research Interests: history of political philosophy, social and political theory of XIX─XX centuries
Summary: This course offers a survey of the development of political philosophy and philosophy of law and has a goal to introduce students to the basic concepts of political philosophy from its origins in the inquiries of the Greek natural philosophers through the modern concepts of order of the Social Contract theorists. We will considered a range of historically significant theories of politics produced in the ancient, medieval, early-modern and modern periods in Europe. The course starts at the early origins of political and law discourse in myths and artifacts that we may trace as far back as ancient Greece and Rome. First we will provide information about the early Greek poetic and philosophical contributions to political philosophy that preceded the work of Socrates, Plato and Aristotle; than we will analyze the political philosophy of Plato, Aristotle themselves. After that we will proceed to Medieval period to Thomas Akvinat, St. Augustine and than to the Modern political philosophers. Last part of course will survey the major works of political philosophy of the 17th–19th centuries, by Hobbes, Locke, and Rousseau (in the social contract tradition) and by Hume, Bentham, and Mill (in the utilitarian tradition).
VII. Science and Technology Studies: Current Issues

Lecturer: Stoliarova Olga, Candidate of Science (Philosophy), Associate Professor

Research Interests: history and philosophy of science, science and technology studies (STS), realistic interpretation of the constructivist epistemology, return to the dialectic as a "relational ontology"
Summary: The course continues the Introductory course on STS. We deal with contemporary STS topics and their philosophical foundations. We focus our attention on the latest texts that is published in the framework of STS and neighboring fields, and we tackle the following problems:

· Ontological foundations and implications of STS 

· Epistemological and methodological issues

· Philosophical problems of interdisciplinarity

· Philosophical problems of scientific experiment

The reading group exploring the newest STS books is a part of the course.

VIII. The crisis of the European culture in the philosophy of the XX century

Lecturer: Tatiana Sidorina, Doctor of science (Philosophy), Professor (e-mail: mirros@mail.ru)
Research Interests: history of philosophy, philosophy of culture, social philosophy, social theory.
Summary: This special course is devoted to the concepts of the crisis of European culture of XIX-XX centuries in Occidental and Russian philosophy. The basic concepts and problems of the philosophy of the crisis, the emergence and development of this trend in the philosophy of the XX century  are examined. Special sections are devoted to the analysis of socio-cultural crisis in the Western and Russian philosophy; comparing approaches to this phenomenon. We identify and analyze the programs to overcome the socio-cultural crisis offered by Western and Russian thinkers.

5.2. Second year
IX. Eurasianists and critics
Credits: 4,5

Lecturer: Kondrachova Nelly, Candidate of Science (Philosophy), Associate Professor

Research Interests: Russian philosophy, political philosophy 
Summary: This course is devoted to the philosophical school of «Eurasianists» that emerged in the environment of Russian emigration in the 20-30's of the 20th century. «Eurasianists» as a phenomenon represented a very broad thinking and socio-political movement which joined with the concept of Russian culture as non-European phenomenon. The latter one has the unique connection of Eastern and Western features among the world's cultures. And then it belongs at the same time to the West and to the East, although it does not apply to any other. 

This course will track the stages of birth and evolution of the «Eurasianists»; trace and identify the main provisions of extensive and conflicting Eurasian heritage: delineate geographic and geopolitical framework of «Eurasianists», describe the Eurasian understanding of history and a guideline of Eurasian States. The goal of the course is to critically consider erroneous and utopian visions and ideas of this teaching, and to identify its positive strengths and achievements that do not lose their relevance today.

X. Theory of Justice
Credits: 4,5
Lecturer: Boris Kashnikov, Doctor of Science (Philosophy), Professor (e-mail: bkashnikov@hse.ru)
Research Interests: ethics, pragmatism, theory of justice, just War theory.
Summary: This course belongs to both theoretical and practical philosophy. It is based on my textbook published in Russian “Liberal Theories of Justice and the Russian Political Practice” (Veliki Novgorod State University Press, 2004). The course starts with the Aristotelian formal description of normative justice.  All major contemporary theories of justice (Liberal, Libertarian, Marxist, Communitarian, Feminist) are critically evaluated. Recent Russian experience of erecting the society of social justice is analyzed as a case study. 

XI. Tillich and Heidegger: in the search for Being»

Credits: 4,5

Lecturer: Tatyana Lifintseva, Doctor of Science (Philosophy), Professor

Research interests: Religious Existentialism, Philosophy of Dialogue, Philosophy of Religion, Theory of Communication.

Summary: The course is addressed to the master’s students preparing for teaching and research work with concentration in "history of philosophy", first of all to those who take up problems of modern Western philosophy in whole and religion philosophy in particular, and also history of theological ideas.

The course is devoted to a core theme of philosophy of 1st half ХХ of century – a theme of «search for Being». The first half ХХth century it is possible to name «an ontology epoch» in philosophy. The basic figure within the limits of a course is Paul Johannes Tillich (1886 – 1965) – the outstanding German-American philosopher and the theologian, the founder of a current of “neoliberal” theology. The kernel of the doctrine of Tillich – both philosophies and theology – is a doctrine of Being; a question of Being — the main point of his philosophy and theology. He aspired to open new ways to ontology, in the spirit of Plato and Augustine, on the one hand, and also Fichte, late Schelling and Heidegger — on  the other. During his time he wasn’t very original.        A bias towards gnoseology in the 2nd half of the XIXth and in the beginning of the ХХth century (neo-Kantianism, empiriocriticism, pragmatism, phenomenology) has generated a splash of interest towards ontology in 1st half of XX-th century - from “Reigns of Being” of J. Santayana to “fundamental ontology” of M. Heidegger and «existential analytics» of J.-P. Sartre. Since 20th years of the XX-th century many philosophers have gone on «the search for Being». 1st chapter of the book of J.-P. Sartre «Being and Nothingness» is called – «In the search for Being». M. Heidegger in the beginning of his famous book «Being and Time» repeated as a spell: «The Question on sense of Being should be asked», «About sense of Being the question should be asked», «It is necessary to ask the Question on sense of Being anew»… And theologians never did leave the «Search for Being», as Being for them is God. Тillich, being the philosopher and the theologian, couldn't stay aside.
The course purpose is a development of rational research skills in students, ability to work with sources to analyze them. Ability to see a figure of this or that thinker and his works in a cultural-historical, philosophical and theological context of an epoch is no less important.
XII. Philosophy and Sociology of Music

Lecturer: Tatiana Sidorina, Doctor of science (Philosophy), Professor (e-mail: mirros@mail.ru)
Research Interests: history of philosophy, philosophy of culture, social philosophy, social theory.
Summary: The course is focused on review and analysis of the philosophical foundations of music, the question of the place and role of music in the contemporary society, in modern life. The course consists of four blocks:
1. Philosophical foundations of music
2. Music, philosophy and literature
3. Music and contemporary society
4. Music and ethnicity
In the first part of the course students will study the works of prominent representatives of Postclassic philosophy devoted to matters of musical culture.
The second part involves an analysis of outstanding works of literature of the twentieth century witch combine the philosophical understanding of modernity in the context of the crisis of culture, including music. R. Rolland, Thomas Mann and others.
Section "Music and Modern Society" involves consideration of contemporary social theories, including the works of T. Adorno in Sociology of music.
Some topics of the course are devoted to the "music and ethnicity". We will trace the influence of national traditions on the formation characteristics of musical culture, its place and role in modern society.
The course assumes the use of multimedia, video accompaniment of music.
XIII. Research Seminar "Philosophical Anthropology"

XIII/1 Cultural anthropology and socio-cultural research methods
Head of Workshop: Rogozin Dmitry, Candidate of Science (Sociology), Associate Professor

Research Interests: methodology of sociological research and methodology and technique of telephone interviews, film study
Summary: This scientific seminar aims to give a general overview to the most important research skills. Practical, pragmatic aspects of socio-cultural research start to be crucial in seminar perspective. How to organize reading of philosophical and science texts? How to look for new relevant text (electronic libraries and databases)? The students are familiarized with the central themes of the research practice, problems and concepts, especially scientific conceptualizations and operationalizations in the fields of socio-cultural research.

Summary: The seminar is based on the reading of Schelling’s treatise on human freedom, one of the most important texts in the history of philosophical anthropology in the Western philosophy. Many ideas of this work had influenced various thinkers which became significant for the beginning or the anthropological trend in the Western philosophy of 20th century, such as M. Heidegger, K.Jaspers, H. Plessner, F. Rosenzweig, M. Buber, N. Berdjaev and many others, whose interpretations of Schellings concept of freedom should also be discussed in this seminar. The ontological specificity of personal being, the definition of the peculiar position of man in the world, the essence on human freedom - these are the main problems considered in Schelling’s treatise. The seminar would show not only the historical significance of Schelling’s work for the origin if the philosophical anthropology in the strict sense of the word. But also the actuality of Schelling’s argumentation and its relevance to the present discussions around the anthropological concepts.
