Курс «Развитие навыков академического аудирования» нацелен на обучение студентов второго курса направлений 080500.62 Бизнес информатика и 080200.62 Менеджмент подготовки бакалавра навыкам специфического академического аудирования. Программа основывается на нормативных документах НИУ ВШЭ. Курс является частью обязательной дисциплины Иностранный язык «Английский». В курсе используется ряд новых методических приемов.
I. Course Description

The course Development of Academic Listening Skills is targeted at the second year bachelor students of  Business informatics and Management faculties. Its main aim is teaching academic listening skills. The programme is based on HSE regulations and guidelines. The course Development of Academic Listening Skills is a part of the required course of English. Several new teaching techniques are implemented. 

Course goals.

The course Development of Academic Listening Skills is aimed at developing academic listening skills necessary for taking postgraduate courses at universities abroad, understanding guest lecturers and professors of foreign universities at HSE and taking part in international scientific conferences.

The programme Development of Academic Listening Skills is based on two HSE regulatory documents:

1. The Programme of HSE development for 2009 – 2015 years, which focuses on “deep internationalization of education process” and hiring specialists leading on a labour market.

1) “Teaching Conception of HSE adopted by HSE Academic Board (minutes held on 2nd  July 2010)

The key tasks of the teaching concept are systematic and complex focusing on international certification and communicative competence development, vital for academic and professional activity in English speaking environment. It means that by the end of the bachelor course a graduate student should acquire several specific listening skills such as “to understand lengthy reports and lectures and complicated arguments and should be able to take notes”.

Academic listening skills are usually neglected in the course of English since there is a problem of selecting texts and preparing tasks for them. Moreover, most typical listening tasks are four or five minutes in length whereas in a real English speaking environment the average length of the lecture is an hour and a half.

Therefore, the tasks of the course are:

· to develop academic listening skills of several types:

· listening for gist

· listening for specific information 

· listening for details

· to develop specific study skills which help comprehension in general:

· understand the purpose of listening

· choose the appropriate strategy of  listening  and completing the tasks

· self-reflection

· control the quality of task implementation

· to develop several general academic skills

· understand the purpose of the tasks

· choose strategy to gain comprehension

· check critically the decision made

· control the quality of the tasks completed

Course novelty: new methodologies, activities, the author’s original methods in course instruction
The novelty of the course is: listening activities are combined with watching due to the type of the material – video lectures – and is given only once. This method allows to gain the effect of natural English speaking environment. Moreover, the crucial feature of the course is the length of listening tasks – from fifteen to  twenty minutes.

In the framework of the course schedule for the second year bachelor students of Management and Business Informatics talks lasting for 20 - 30 minutes were chosen. They are in free access at www.ted.com and relevant to the topics typically studied by the second year bachelor students: trade, organization, money, business ethics, change, strategy, cultures, leadership, competition. Students cover these topics in the course book “Market Leader” first, learning target vocabulary, which stimulates interest and motivates students to listen longer speaking tasks and at the same time makes listening tasks easer although challenging enough.

Extra motivating factors for students in the process of acquiring complicated academic listening skills are visual form of the task (video lecture in English), timeliness of talks and relevance to the students’ professional interests.

The course can be run in mixed ability groups (from intermediate to advanced). If students find the task too difficult, listening might be given twice, or additional exercises with the tape script of the task (given on the site) can be provided, defining the time the information appears in the talk.

Course placement in B.A. program

The development of academic listening skills is accomplished within the framework of the English course schedule for the second year bachelor students, the second module, two hours per week.  It as an integral part of the program aimed at the students of Business informatics and Management faculties.  The overall number of students could be estimated as 90 people annually.

II. Learning outcomes

After taking the course, the students will be able 

· to apply their knowledge of English in academic context.

· to understand academic presentations and lectures

· to make notes of relevant information in the sphere of academic communication

· to implement the right listening strategy depending on the situation

· to consult relevant information and reference materials

· to look up words and expressions in English-English dictionaries

· analyze and identify the features of the listening context and thus the purpose of listening

· to implement the right listening strategy depending on the academic context

· to correlate the results with the context

· to express their opinion in English academic environment accurately and coherently
