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Introduction

The rapid spread of information and communication technologies
(ICTs) and their impact on all spheres of modern life — production pro-
cesses, the interaction of individuals and organisations with public
authorities, the development of social infrastructure, and privacy is-
sues — has stimulated interest in the statistical estimates of the ICT
sector’s prospects at the national and regional levels.

Selecting indicators that reflect trends in ICT development in Rus-
sian regions, the authors referred to the objectives of the Strategy for
Information Society Development in the Russian Federation, approved
by the President of the Russian Federation on February 7, 2008, and
the state program ‘Information Society (2011-2020)’, approved by the
Federal Government on October 20, 2010. At the same time, the authors
have taken into account the methodology and approaches of interna-
tional organisations (ITU, OECD, Eurostat, etc.), as well as the experi-
ence gained in the field of national statistics.

The book uses data of the Federal State Statistics Service and the
Ministry of Telecom and Mass Media of the Russian Federation, available
at the time of publication. When constructing performance indicators
the authors used the methodology developed by ISSEK HSE, which was
then harmonised with the approaches adopted by international organ-
isations.

The databook consists of five thematic sections and a glossary of
terms and notions.

Section 1, ‘Main Information Society Indicators’, provides statisti-
cal data for the Russian Federation in general, as well as assesses the

degree of differentiation of regions by key parameters of the Informa-
tion Society.

Section 2, “ICT infrastructure’, contains indicators of fixed and mo-
bile communications, Internet access, as well as tariffs for telecom-
munication services.

In Section 3, ‘The ICT sector’, data is collected on the number of or-
ganisations and people employed in the sector, as well as distribution
of ICT-related goods and services sales.

Section 4, ‘ICT usage by households’, presents indicators of the
presence of the main types of ICT (both fixed and mobile phones, per-
sonal computers, the Internet) in households.

Section 5, ‘ICT usage by enterprises’, includes information about
the spread of ICT in organisations, the development of e-commerce,
and electronic interaction with authorities. Indicators of ICT usage are
considered for the overall economy, as well as for the business sector,
public authorities, and the social sphere.

Data on the ICT usage by public authorities was formed for the
following groups of the Russian Classification of State Government
and Management Units: ‘Government authorities in regions of the
Russian Federation’ (20000), ‘Local government in the Russian Fede-
ration’ (30000); data on the ICT usage by cultural institutions was
formed by economic activity according to RCEA (Rev. 1.1) for the
following groups: ‘Libraries, archives, public clubs” activity’ (92.51),
‘Museums’ activity and preservation of historical sites and buildings’
(92.52); data on the ICT usage by health care institutions was formed
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according to the economic activity ‘Activities of health care institu-
tions’ (85.11).

The information on ICT usage by educational institutions does not
use the terminology introduced by Federal Law N2 273 ‘On Education in
the Russian Federation” of 29 December 2012, due to temporary differ-
ences between the law’s entry into force and subsequent updating of
statistical monitoring tools. Sections 2-5 show the results of ranking of

the subjects of the Russian Federation by main indicators of ICT infra-
structure, the ICT sector, and ICT usage by households and enterprises.

The statistical databook ‘Information Society Indicators: 2013,
prepared by HSE ISSEK in partnership with the Ministry of Telecom and
the Russian Federal State Statistics Service, provides detailed informa-
tion on the development of the information society in Russia, as well as
comparative data on foreign countries.

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Glossary

Digitization level is ratio of installed capacity of electronic tele-
phone stations to the total installed capacity of telephone stations.

Enterprises using the Internet to place (receive) orders for
goods or services are eneterprises engaged in the sale (purchase) of
goods or services through orders received (transmitted) by filling in
the online form available on the website, or using other specialised
software. Orders sent via email are excluded.

Fixed broadband Internet connection comprises subscriptions
using xDSL technology, cable modem (via TV cable), power lines, fiber optic
technologies, satellite, extended fixed wired and wireless Internet access
(Wi-Fi and other), high-speed mobile subscriptions and high-speed access
to the Internet at downstream speeds equal to, or greater than 256 kbps.

Fixed capital investment is total expenditure on creating/re-
producing capital assets (construction of new buildings, extension of
existing ones, reconstruction/upgrading of facilities, which increase
their original value and are accounted as the company’s revaluation
reserve; acquisition of machinery, equipment, vehicles, etc.).

Internet is worldwide web of independent computer networks con-
nected with each other to exchange data via standard open protocols.

Maximum contracted download speed of Internet connection
is the highest possible speed of data transmission with bandwidth as

main characteristic measured by number of bits transmitted within
timeframe (bit per second).

The ICT sector comprises enterprises involved in the production of
ICT-related goods and provision of ICT services. These should meet at
least one of the requirements listed below.

1) The goods must:

a) be designed for telecommunications or information processing,
including its transmission and presentation;

b) use electronic devices to detect, change and/or record physical
phenomena, or control physical processes;

c) be individual components intended primarily for usage within
the products described above.

2) The services must:

a) allow for processing and transfer of information via electronic
devices;

b) be related to the sale or lease of hardware and/ or software;

c) directly create new information technologies or support the
implementation, adaptation and/or use of existing ones.
