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Regulation of Academic Mobility for the Students of Political Analysis and Public Policy Master’s Program  
1.  These Regulations apply to the students of Political Analysis and Public Policy Master’s Program planning to participate in:

1) mid-term academic mobility programs (1 – 2 modules);
2) long-term academic mobility programs (1 – 2 semesters).
The programs may be offered by either the Public Policy Department or by any other subsidiary of HSE together with foreign academic partner institution. These regulations apply to the cases when a student needs official support from the Master’s Program for applying.
2. The Master’s Program supports a student’s participation in an academic mobility program on the basis of the Master’s Program Study Commission approval. The Master’s Program Study Commission considers the documents submitted by the student and makes the final decision on support of the academic mobility initiative. 

3. The documents required by the Master’s Program Study Commission include:

1) Printed or handwritten student’s application to the Academic Director of the Master’s Program about support for the student’s participation in the academic mobility program;

2) Student’s motivation letter for the academic mobility program participation;

3) Draft Learning Agreement (according to the enclosed Form), inclusion of description of the terms and courses of the proposed program is highly recommended;

4) Draft Individual Study Plan prepared by the Study Office and approved and signed by the research supervisor;

5) Letter of support signed by the research supervisor of the student.

4. The positive decision by the Master’s Program Study Commission is possible only if all the following criteria get positive evaluation:

1) Relevance of the proposed academic mobility program to the Master’s Program field of study;

2) Relevance of the proposed foreign study plan to the research conducted by the student (term paper or dissertation);

3) Realistic planning of the workload, schedule, and incorporation of the foreign studies into the home Master’s Program curriculum.
5. The documents to the Master’s Program Study Commission are to be submitted to the Study Office. The application will be considered in 5 working days after the submission day. The decision will be announced to the student by email. In case of positive decision the documents for the application to the HSE Office of Internationalization will be prepared and signed in 3 days.
6. For most academic mobility programs the required documents include (for full list refer to: http://studyabroad.hse.ru/en/howtoapply/) :

1) Recommendation Letter – signed by the academic advisor;

2) Individual Study Plan – prepared by the Study Office and signed by the Program Manager and the Master’s Program coordinator of international programs (Prof. S.A.Parkhomenko as of 2015/16);

3) Learning Agreement (for some programs, e.g. UniBo etc.) – prepared by the student in collaboration with the Master’s Program coordinator of international programs (Prof. S.A.Parkhomenko as of 2015/16, his signature is mandatory) and signed by the Academic Director of the Master’s Program (Prof. N.Y.Belyaeva).
7. The abovementioned signing procedure is the official Master’s Program requirement and must be followed by all the Program students and staff.
