“Happiness is not having what you want but wanting what you have,” according to James Stewart. Although scientists now understand the roots of
depression more clearly than they used to, happiness still remains a mystery. Recently, however, some interesting discoveries have been made.

Those who say they are happy, for example, tend to be less self-centered, less hostile and abusive, and are less prone to disease and general ill health.
Interestingly, the affluent are not notably happier than their less-well-off counterparts, and seemingly, no particular time of life is significantly happier
than any other. Even though some people see life as a tragedy, when questioned, most people said they were generally happy — painting a much rosier
picture regarding people’s general moods and dispositions.

Research has shown that people have two basic reward centres in their brains that are stimulated by two different chemicals which cause happiness.
The first, dopamine, is triggered by activities like exercise, relaxation and the quieter pleasures. The second comprises a set of adrenaline-type
chemicals which are triggered by exciting or frightening activities. Dopamine provokes a response of passive happiness, while the second set of
chemicals provokes a high-energy state of happiness, the feeling one might get from public speaking or mountain climbing,

While understanding the chemical process behind happiness is important, it does not explain why only some people are consistently happy. The answer
may lie in people’s perceptions of happiness.
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One of the reasons we have such a problem with happiness is that many confuse it with a life untouched by anxiety, rage, doubt and sadness. The belief
that happiness means that nothing ever goes wrong is naive; in order to be happy, we must know not how to avoid disturbing events, but how to deal
with them.

The key to coping with life’s unpleasant aspects, while remaining content, comes from an everyday practice which Myhaly Csikszentimihalyi calls “the
flow”. He describes “the flow” as the state one is in when doing something completely absorbing. It comes when one is pushed right up to the limit of
one’s ability, but not beyond it. “People can get a feeling of flow from dangerous sports like mountain climbing or driving fast,” he says “but it can also
come from something relaxing like painting or reading a good book.” The point is that it’s an activity you do for the pleasure of doing it. You are not
looking for praise or reward. What is important, is to keep your brain busy if you want to be happy. The professor explains, “If you leave someone on
their own with nothing specific to do, most of their thoughts will be worries.” People tend to think about all the things they want and haven’t got rather
than how good their life is. It seems the key to happiness lies in having an active and challenging lifestyle.

We all have ideas about what employee rewards should be (more money, a bigger title, a bigger office) but how can managers provide meaningful incentives, and
rewards, for star performers?

Management professor Anne Cummings recently spoke to an MBA student about an experience he had while working for an aircraft manufacturer. The student, then
a full-time employee, had come up with an idea that over the long-term would save the company millions of dollars and also potentially save lives. For his effort he
received a few stock options as a bonus. 'While this was some recognition from the company, the "reward" was, in fact, a big reason why he left the organisation,' says
Cummings. 'He told me that what would have been more meaningful would have been an offer of more autonomy, or another project to work on, or to be given two
incoming engineers to help him develop a new idea.'

Cummings' research looks at how managers can structure work so that creativity is both fostered and rewarded. 'l started looking at the models behind creativity, and
at what managers can do to bring out employees' creative functions at work. We're all good at something, but we're not all good at everything,' she says. 'A manager's
job is to identify those areas where their employees are most creative, most productive or most fulfilled, and then come up with ways to give them autonomy to pursue
ideas in those fields. In the end, creativity leads to a better work environment. We are all more efficient and more productive when we are doing something we feel
engaged by '

As part of her research, Cummings has studied where truly innovative ideas in companies originate. 'Just because an idea is innovative doesn't mean it's good,' she
says. 'It has to be useful, well thought out, grounded in a real context, and able to be implemented. But if there is a good plan going in, you reward that regardless of the
financial outcome. You don't necessarily wait until you see a change in market share. During the process, you may choose to allot 40% of that person's time to the
project rather than 20%, or to give him or her an additional person for the project team.'

Traditional companies need to offer a different culture if they are to prevent staff drifting to the more dynamic new dot.com companies, according to Cummings. It
may be the opportunity to work for the company for a relatively long period of time during which the employee is supported, encouraged to grow and given the
resources to try out new ideas. It may be life balance incentives, such as the opportunity to job share, to have flexitime, to work offsite. It may also be age-related.
Different incentives mean different things to a 27year-old versus a 40-yearold,' Cummings says. "The point here is that companies other than the "cutting edge"
dot.coms can encourage and leverage employee creativity '

Sometimes it's the little things that managers can alter that can improve work situations. For example, advantages may accrue from allowing employees to use



personal stereo headsets on the job. Job productivity actually increases because employees can more easily shut out distractions and concentrate more fully on the
project at hand. And when space is tight, Cummings suggests building in as much privacy as possible. Not everyone can have their own office but supervisors can

arrange to have visible barriers set up, like partitions between desks. Both the sense of privacy and of being valued by one's supervisor can contribute positively to an
employee's creative thinking.'

“Happiness is not having what you want but wanting what you have,” according to James
Stewart. Although scientists now understand the roots of depression more clearly than they used
to, happiness still remains a mystery. Recently, however, some interesting discoveries have been
made.

Those who say they are happy, for example, tend to be less self-centered, less hostile and
abusive, and are less prone to disease and general ill health. Interestingly, the affluent are not
notably happier than their less-well-off counterparts, and seemingly, no particular time of life is
significantly happier than any other. Even though some people see life as a tragedy, when
questioned, most people said they were generally happy — painting a much rosier picture regarding
people’s general moods and dispositions.

Research has shown that people have two basic reward centres in their brains that are
stimulated by two different chemicals which cause happiness. The first, dopamine, is triggered by
activities like exercise, relaxation and the quieter pleasures. The second comprises a set of
adrenaline-type chemicals which are triggered by exciting or frightening activities. Dopamine
provokes a response of passive happiness, while the second set of chemicals provokes a high-
energy state of happiness, the feeling one might get from public speaking or mountain climbing,

While understanding the chemical process behind happiness is important, it does not
explain why only some people are consistently happy. The answer may lie in people’s perceptions
of happiness.

One of the reasons we have such a problem with happiness is that many confuse it with a
life untouched by anxiety, rage, doubt and sadness. The belief that happiness means that nothing
ever goes wrong is naive; in order to be happy, we must know not how to avoid disturbing events,
but how to deal with them.

The key to coping with life’s unpleasant aspects, while remaining content, comes from an
everyday practice which Myhaly Csikszentimihalyi calls “the flow”. He describes “the flow” as
the state one is in when doing something completely absorbing. It comes when one is pushed right
up to the limit of one’s ability, but not beyond it. “People can get a feeling of flow from dangerous
sports like mountain climbing or driving fast,” he says “but it can also come from something
relaxing like painting or reading a good book.” The point is that it’s an activity you do for the
pleasure of doing it. You are not looking for praise or reward. What is important, is to keep your



brain busy if you want to be happy. The professor explains, “If you leave someone on their own
with nothing specific to do, most of their thoughts will be worries.” People tend to think about all
the things they want and haven’t got rather than how good their life is. It seems the key to happiness
lies in having an active and challenging lifestyle.

VI. GRADING SYSTEM

The overall score formula for the course

The overall grade formula consists of five components that are to be assessed — reading (20%), writing
(20%), listening (20%), speaking (20%) and the exam grade (20%). Therefore, the overall score
formula is the following:

Goverall = Greading 0,2+ Gwriting *0,2+ Glisteting *0,2+ Gspeaking *0,2+Gexam™*0,2

Upon finishing each module an approximate grade is supposed to be given in the following
proportion:

Gmidterm = Greading *0,25+ Gwriting *0,25+ Glisteting *0,25+ Gspeaking 0,25

A midterm grade is not considered final, it is approximate and exists only for the convenience’s
sake used to mark students’ progress. The overall grade is the final one and the only official grade for
the course.

For rounding the grades there used the following way. Figures 6, 7, 8, 9 are to be rounded upwards to
the whole number, for instance 2,6 becomes 3, and vice versa. Figures 5, 4, 3, 2, 1 are rounded
downwards, for example, 2,5 becomes 2.

Out of the four components only the exam grade can be retaken, the other components, as they are
supposed to be mastered only throughout the course, cannot be retaken.

There are no blocking grades in the course.

Exam retake procedure:

1. First retake:

First retake during the retake period is conducted by the teacher who assigned the
current/continuous assessment grade.

First Exam retake procedure on this discipline presupposes full compliance with the usual
Exam procedure. Only exam grade must be subject to retake procedure. Continuous
assessment grade can not be changed. First retake is held in compliance with special Testing
Measurement Materials designed for retake procedure by a responsible teacher.

2. Second retake:

First retake during the retake period is conducted by a special Exam board which consists of
not fewer than 3 members.

Second retake is held in compliance with special Testing Measurement Materials designed for
the Second retake procedure under the supervision of the Exam board Chairperson.

Task type 3 A conversation between up to four people set in an educational or training context, e.g. a
university tutor and a student discussing an assignment.

Task type 4 A monologue on an academic subject, e.g. a university lecture.

A wvariety of questions are used, chosen from the following types; multiple choice, identifying
information, identifying writer’s views/claims, matching information, matching headings, matching
features, matching sentence endings, sentence completion, summary completion, note completion,
table completion, flow-chart completion, diagram label completion, short-answer questions.

As More Tech Start-Ups Stay Private, So Does the Money
Not long ago, if you were a young, brash technologist with a world-conquering start-

up idea, there was a good chance you spent much of your waking life working toward a
single business milestone: taking your company public.



Though luminaries of the tech industry have always expressed skepticism and even
hostility toward the finance industry, tech’s dirty secret was that it looked to Wall Street
and the ritual of a public offering for affirmation — not to mention wealth.

But something strange has happened in the last couple of years: The initial public
offering of stock has become déclassé. For start-up entrepreneurs and their employees
across Silicon Valley, an initial public offering is no longer a main goal. Instead, many
founders talk about going public as a necessary evil to be postponed as long as possible
because it comes with more problems than benefits.

“If you can get $200 million from private sources, then yeah, I don’t want my
company under the scrutiny of the unwashed masses who don’t understand my
business,” said Danielle Morrill, the chief executive of Mattermark, a start-up that
organizes and sells information about the start-up market. “That’s actually terrifying to
me.

Silicon Valley’s sudden distaste for the LP.O. — rooted in part in Wall Street’s
skepticism of new tech stocks — may be the single most important psychological shift
underlying the current tech boom. Staying private affords start-up executives the luxury
of not worrying what outsiders think and helps them avoid the quarterly earnings
treadmill.

It also means Wall Street is doing what it failed to do in the last tech boom: using
traditional metrics like growth and profitability to price companies. Investors have been
tough on Twitter, for example, because its user growth has slowed. They have been
tough on Box, the cloud-storage company that went public last year, because it remains
unprofitable. And the e-commerce company Zulily, which went public last year, was
likewise punished when it cut its guidance for future sales.

Scott Kupor, the managing partner at the venture capital firm Andreessen Horowitz,
and his colleagues said in a recent report that despite all the attention start-ups have
received in recent years, tech stocks are not seeing unusually high valuations. In fact,
their share of the overall market has remained stable for 14 years, and far off the peak of
the late 1990s.

That unwillingness to cut much slack to young tech companies limits risk for regular
investors. If the bubble pops, the unwashed masses, if that’s what we are, aren’t as likely
to get washed out.

Private investors, on the other hand, are making big bets on so-called unicorns — the
Silicon Valley jargon for start-up companies valued at more than a billion dollars. If
many of those unicorns flop, most Americans will escape unharmed, because losses will
be confined to venture capitalists and hedge funds that have begun to buy into tech start-
ups, as well as tech founders and their employees.

The reluctance — and sometimes inability — to go public is spurring the unicorns.
By relying on private investors for a longer period of time, start-ups get more runway to
figure out sustainable business models. To delay their entrance into the public markets,
firms like Airbnb, Dropbox, Palantir, Pinterest, Uber and several other large start-ups are
raising hundreds of millions, and in some cases billions, that they would otherwise have
gained through an initial public offering.
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“These companies are going public, just in the private market,” Dan Levitan, the
managing partner of the venture capital firm Maveron, told me recently. He means that
in many cases, hedge funds and other global investors that would have bought shares in
these firms after an I.P.O. are deciding to go into late-stage private rounds. There is even
an oxymoronic term for the act of obtaining private money in place of a public offering:
It’s called a “private LP.O.”

The delay in L.P.O.s has altered how some venture capital firms do business. Rather
than waiting for an initial offering, Maveron, for instance, says it now sells its stake in a
start-up to other, larger private investors once it has made about 100 times its initial
investment. It is the sort of return that once was only possible after an IL.P.O.

But there is also a downside to the new aversion to initial offerings. When the
unicorns do eventually go public and begin to soar — or whatever it is that fantastical
horned beasts tend to do when they’re healthy — the biggest winners will be the private
investors that are now bearing most of the risk.

It used to be that public investors who got in on the ground floor of an initial offering
could earn historic gains. If you invested $1,000 in Amazon at its LP.O. in 1997, you
would now have nearly $250,000. If you had invested $1,000 in Microsoft in 1986, you
would have close to half a million. Public investors today are unlikely to get anywhere
near such gains from tech L P.O.s. By the time tech companies come to the market, the
biggest gains have already been extracted by private backers.

Just 53 technology companies went public in 2014, which is around the median since
1980, but far fewer than during the boom of the late 1990s and 2000, when hundreds of
tech companies went public annually, according to statistics maintained by Jay Ritter, a
professor of finance at the University of Florida. Today’s companies are also waiting
longer. In 2014, the typical tech company hitting the markets was 11 years old,
compared with a median age of seven years for tech . P.O.s since 1980.

Over the last few weeks, I've asked several founders and investors why they’re
waiting; few were willing to speak on the record about their own companies, but their
answers all amounted to “What’s the point?”

Initial public offerings were also ways to compensate employees and founders who
owned lots of stock, but there are now novel mechanisms — such as selling shares on a
secondary market — for insiders to cash in on some of their shares in private companies.
Still, some observers cautioned that the new trend may be a bad deal for employees who
aren’t given much information about the company’s performance.

“One thing employees may be confused about is when companies tell them, ‘We’re
basically doing a private LP.O.,” it might make them feel like there’s less risk than there
really is,” said Ms. Morrill of Mattermark. But she said it was hard to persuade people
that their paper gains may never materialize. “The Kool-Aid is really strong,” she said.

If the delay in I.P.O.s becomes a normal condition for Silicon Valley, some observers
say tech companies may need to consider new forms of compensation for workers. “We
probably need to fundamentally rethink how do private companies compensate
employees, because that’s going to be an issue,” said Mr. Kupor, of Andreessen
Horowitz.
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During a recent presentation for Andreessen Horowitz’s limited partners — the
institutions that give money to the venture firm — Marc Andreessen, the firm’s co-
founder, told the journalist Dan Primack that he had never seen a sharper divergence in
how investors treat public- and private-company chief executives. “They tell the public
C.E.O., ‘Give us the money back this quarter,” and they tell the private C.E.O., ‘No
problem, go for 10 years,” ” Mr. Andreessen said.

At some point this tension will be resolved. “Private valuations will not forever be
higher than public valuations,” said Mr. Levitan, of Maveron. “So the question is, Will
private markets capitulate and go down or will public markets go up?”

If the private investors are wrong, employees, founders and a lot of hedge funds
could be in for a reckoning. But if they’re right, it will be you and me wearing the frown

— the public investors who missed out on the next big thing.
