In order to make even the most boring subject interesting => it is important to make active use of interactive
material since some students may be

2. Say a presumably incorrect idea

Approach each group during their working process and initiate a discussion yourself to find out

Authentic language input — develop listening skills

Demonstrate something directly related to the material you are teaching

Show interesting video that would motivate students for a discussion in English OR prepare
questions to be answered



TAKE TIME TO PREPARE YOUR LECTURES/SEMINARS
= It simplifies your task: helps you plan/structure your lecture/seminar
= Once you’ve done the presentation it will always be there
= Don’t forget to update you Power Point Presentation regularly both in terms of ACADEMIC
content & VISUAL material
= Students will always appreciate your contribution

BE CREATIVE — DON’T BE AFRAID TO EXPERIMENT
Lectures can be boring - and this is how we can avoid it and make it more appealing to students:
= Make active use of updated information
= Incorporate new technologies
= Invite people to your classroom: real/virtual/imagined
= Address students’ age-related interests
= Refer to your own personal experience as examples
= Competition and/or ‘games’/engaging activities
= Always give clear instructions
