In addition, deans may use resource allocation decisions to ensure that departments include
outcomes-based assessment and evidence-based decision making in the program review process
to ensure that the process is a meaningful tool for quality enhancement. This can be encouraged
by withholding resources if these two elements are absent from the self-study or granting
additional resources for those programs engaging in meaningful assessment of student learning
and demonstrating evidence-based decision-making within program review. Program review
will be viewed as more meaningful and departments will take the process more seriously if there
are a) consequences for departments not meeting new program review and assessment standards
and b) strategic funding by deans and provosts of evidence-based proposals for improving
student learning and other dimensions of program quality.

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A. EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

The Expert Committee (EC) visited the Higher School of Economics (HSE) and the Faculty
of Applied Political Science (FAPS) within it in October. It met with many members of the
community, including administrators, faculty, and students, and also studied documents
provided to it in advance of, during, and after the Moscow trip, as well as other relevant
materials. The assignment in general terms was fourfold: to establish the extent to which
FAPS’s undergraduate and graduate programs achieve their stated learning objectives; to
consider program objectives and achievements in light of international experience in
education in political science; to identify impediments to achievement of program objectives;
and to make proposals on how to mitigate those obstacles. The assignment of work went on

to specify more specific objectives in seven categories.

In meaningful ways, the members of the EC came away with positive impressions of what
has been accomplished at FAPS, as part and parcel of one of Russia’s most successful
universities. In only fifteen years, it has put together a teaching staff, a bachelor’s program, a
master’s program, and a smaller program for more advanced graduate study. It has dealt well
with the difficulties associated with building from the ground up a discipline that did not exist
in Russia in the Soviet period. FAPS faculty are engaged in many interesting research
projects, and HSE has devised an imaginative program to reward and stimulate scientific

work. There are serious merits here. The EC very much acknowledges them.

If there are successes of which FAPS and HSE can be proud, there are also considerable
challenges that lie ahead. These come out of the natural developmental trajectory of FAPS
and of political science as a collective endeavor, but also out of the ambitious plans of HSE to
emerge as a leading university on the world stage, plans that are strongly supported by the
government of Russia. Given these challenges, the EC makes a number of recommendations
for improvement—all offered constructively and in the spirit of transforming FAPS and the

Higher School in the direction sought by their leaders and members.

A first set of recommendations concerns what we call major contextual issues. Here the
report proposes practical measures for dealing with the organizational and geographic

fragmentation of political science activity at HSE.

A second set of recommendations addresses the quality of the teaching staff. The report

supports the productivity incentives provided to FAPS faculty members, suggests that ways

be found to draw more foreign-based scholars into joint research projects, and recommends
additional international hires in line with HSE expectations. It also comes out in favor of
more modest changes having to do with the paperwork burden, fostering intellectual
exchange and collegiality, workspace, and moving toward full-time commitment to the

institution on the part of teaching faculty.

Third, the report reviews the FAPS bachelor’s program in some detail, using as yardsticks
HSE goals and international best practice. The EC endorses several major reforms to the
program, among them reduction of the number of credits and classes required for the degree,
reclassification of courses according to the three mainstream subfields of political science,
creation of a new honors political science track (and retention of a general track for other
students), better integration of methodological training and theoretical coursework into
substantive empirical coursework, adding courses in neglected areas (especially comparative
and Russian politics and international relations), and providing additional opportunities for

study abroad.

In a fourth part of the report, the EC takes up graduate programs in FAPS. It calls for creation
of a new two-track master’s program, substantial enrichment of the curriculum with
substantive courses in core areas of political science, establishment of a new Ph.D. program
to replace the traditional aspirantura, and efforts to upgrade research activity. It also provides
an assessment of high-quality international journals and book publishers in the discipline,

giving a guide to utilization of the ranking systems that have become common in academe.



B. SCOPE AND APPROACH OF THE EVALUATION PROCESS
1. INTRODUCTION

The Expert Committee was asked to prepare an overall evaluation (ekspertiza) of the
educational operations of the Faculty of Applied Political Science. It was agreed that the EC
would supply as part of the exercise substantive recommendations to HSE for future

development of FAPS’s work.

The EC was appointed by the Russian Economic School (NES), which was the channel for
the project’s funding and oversight. Shlomo Weber was the main communicator for NES
prior to the visit and met the EC in Moscow. Irina Fedorova of NES’s Center for Applied
Research provided a thick packet of background documentation and smooth administrative

coordination.

The HSE leadership welcomed us and the evaluation and cooperated at every turn. Vice
Rector Sergei Roshchin met with the EC in his office and emphasized how seriously he and
Rector Yaroslav Kuzminov take this and similar reviews, as one element of the school’s
commitment to excellence and global recognition. The dean of FAPS, Andrei Melville,
supplied us in advance with a thoughtful self-study (samootsenka) and was kindly available

throughout our Moscow stay.

The three members of the EC were on site at the FAPS headquarters as well as several other
HSE locations from October 8 through 11, 2013. We sat in on several lectures and seminars
and spoke at length with unit leaders, senior and junior faculty members, support staff,
master’s students and more advanced graduate students, and undergraduates. One evening,
we had dinner with recent graduates of FAPS who are now gainfully employed in related

occupations. Shorter meetings were conducted in several other HSE teaching units.

The Higher School of Economics has branch campuses in Nizhnii Novgorod, Perm, and St.
Petersburg. The curricula there emphasize business-related subjects and law. None of the
three has a politics faculty, although there are small teaching programs in political science in
Perm and St. Petersburg. The EC’s work was confined to the main Moscow campus.



2. SPECIFICATION OF WORK

The specification of work (tekhnicheskoe zadanie) distributed to the EC in September
focused on the Faculty of Applied Political Science’s bachelor’s (bakalavrskaya) and
master’s (magisterskaya) teaching programs. In our October visit to HSE, we were also asked
to make some comments on the aspirantura graduate program, which in the past produced

kandidat degrees but now seems headed for a more international-style Ph.D. format.

We have approached our task without preconceptions about FAPS and HSE, and with the
assumption that there is no one model for political science (or for that matter for any
discipline). Political science internationally speaking is a “big tent,” as they say, and not a
“straitjacket.” Strong intellectual and methodological commonalities run through it, but at the
same time it remains one of the most internally diverse or even eclectic of the social sciences.
The three universities at which the members of the Expert Committee teach—Harvard,
Wisconsin, and Rochester—have different mixes of traditions, strengths, and tendencies,

although they also share much in approach.

We would hope that the Faculty of Applied Political Science will make good progress in the
coming years at integrating more fully into the global community of political scientists, and
in making contributions in the various subfields of the discipline. At the same, we would
expect it to have its own distinctive face, one chosen by its leaders and members.

At the most general level, we were requested in the specification of work to:

1. Establish the extent to which FAPS’s undergraduate and graduate programs achieve
the desired learning objectives and are valued by professionals, applicants, and

applicants’ parents.

2. Consider program objectives and achievements in light of international experience in

education in political science.
3. Identify factors that stand in the way of achieving program objectives.

4. Formulate proposals on how to remove or reduce the effect of obstacles to providing

quality educational services.

The specification of work went on to direct us to seven concrete aspects of the undergraduate

and master’s programs, many of them with sub-aspects specified:



Quality of the teaching staff:
a. Education, advanced degrees, research and teaching experience.

b. Burden of work, availability of teaching assistants, staff-student ratios, ability of

teachers to pay sufficient attention to students.
c. Conformity of qualifications of teachers to course content.

d. Methods of assessing the quality of teaching and incentives for improving the

quality of teaching.

Curriculum and content of the programs:

a. Correspondence of the curriculum to international best practice.

b. Program structure, including the allocation of courses by program year and the
supervision of undergraduate students’ annual projects (kursovye proekty) and

theses (diplomnye raboty).
c. Extent to which the curriculum reflects trends in the field of knowledge.

Content of academic courses (distsipliny) within the programs:
a. Including correspondence of theoretical content and expectations of student
performance to contemporary standards in the field of knowledge.

Quality of monitoring of student knowledge.

Involvement of students in research projects.

Fit between the knowledge and skills set of program graduates and labor market

demand.
Recommendations on improving the evaluation process:
a. Was enough information provided by HSE to assess the program?

b. If not, what other materials would be useful to providing a more effective

assessment?

c. Were all the materials given by HSE necessary for the assessment exercise?



d. What other aspects of the program should be evaluated in order to improve the

expert review process?

e. Was the self-study a sufficient and good faith effort to identity and examine

program strengths and weaknesses?

f. Do the means for dealing with program shortcomings suggested in the self-study

seem likely to be effective and are they consistent with program goals?

3. STRUCTURE OF THE REPORT

The above is a voluminous catalogue—four higher-order goals, seven concrete aspects (with
fifteen more tightly specified issues nested within them), most of this multiplied by two
teaching programs (the bachelor’s and master’s programs), and to be augmented by briefer

observations on the aspirantura.

The Expert Committee’s judgment was that it would not be helpful to the Faculty of Applied
Political Science or the Higher School of Economics to break the subject matter of the report
down into minute slices or to devote equally detailed attention to the many highly particular

questions flagged in the specification of work.

Throughout the process of drawing up this report, the EC has kept in mind the four entirely
appropriate general goals to which we have been referred, namely to assess how good a job
FAPS programs do in achieving the set objectives, weigh those objectives against
international experience, identify impediments to progress, and make constructive

suggestions about improvement.

Organizationally, however, the report will largely be guided by the categories outlined in the

seven concrete aspects paraphrased above:

» We begin in Section C below with several contextual issues that affect every side of
FAPS’s work.

> Section D will address aspect #1 (quality of the teaching staff), which it will interpret
broadly to include support for faculty research and development. The quality issue
influences all teaching programs.

Aspects #2 (curriculum), 3 (course content), 4 (monitoring of student learning), 5
(students and research projects), and 6 (fit with the labor market) are considered in

Section E for the bachelor’s program.

In Section F we take up these same aspects for the FAPS graduate programs.
Section G will be about aspect #7 (improvement of the evaluation process).
Section H will summarize our recommendations.

And Section I will provide information of quality rankings of political science and
related journals.

C. MAJOR CONTEXTUAL ISSUES
1. INTRODUCTION

The Higher School of Economics—Vyshka, as it is known affectionately to members and
friends—is one of the most visible, dynamic, and internationalized institutions of higher
learning in Russia. It is easy to forget how young it is, having celebrated its twentieth
anniversary just this past year. In two decades it has grown from the gleam of an idea in the
minds of Grigorii Yasin and a handful of visionary colleagues to a prominent university with
(as of the end of 2012) a full-time student body of 20,200 (four fifths of them in Moscow)
and teaching and research personnel numbering more than 4,000. Since 2010 HSE has been
one of twenty-nine “national research universities” in Russia, qualifying for special
development funds from the state. That same year it received “autonomous” legal status,
putting it at arm’s length from the Ministry of Education and Science; this standing affords it
rare flexibility in allocating budgetary and other income. HSE ranks second among the
twenty-nine research universities for average admission examination (YeGE) scores, and half
its students are from outside of Moscow, which attests to its national reputation. HSE ranks
fifth in the country in research funding per researcher. It has a high-profile International
Consultative Committee, chaired by a Nobel Prize laureate in economics from Harvard (Eric
Maskin). It aggressively recruits foreign-trained faculty and hosts fourteen international
research laboratories headed by leading foreign scholars. In July 2013 HSE was one of fifteen
winners in the state competition for special subsidies aimed at placing five Russian schools
among the world’s 100 top-rated universities by 2020. To implement the plan, Rector
Kuzminov on October 14 (only a few days after the EC visit) released a “Roadmap to a
World-Class University” articulating a number of very ambitious planning objectives to be

attained in only seven years.*

The HSE administration is thus fully invested in forcefully improving the university’s
functioning in the immediate future. It is fair to say, moreover, that this commitment goes

beyond rhetoric. There are funding and concrete actions behind the words. The school is

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under pressure from the government of Russia—and from the president of the country, who
issued the decree on global competiveness in 2012—to deliver on its promises. All this
should in principle bode well for innovation at the level of the units within the university,

including the Faculty of Applied Political Science.

Several other contextual factors, though, turn out to constrain FAPS as it moves forward.

They raise complex issues that are not conducive to any simple resolution.
2. LATE START FOR THE DISCIPLINE

Let us begin with the distinctive combination of forces shaping political science in Russia.
For ideological reasons, it did not exist as a discipline in the Soviet Union, displaced by
“scientific Marxism-Leninism” and the like. If, for example, economics, sociology, and law
needed to be reformed and upgraded after 1991, for the rigorous study of politics there was
next to no inherited operation to reform or upgrade.” Innovators thus had to start more or less
from scratch, and to do so in the chaotic and resource-starved circumstances of early post-
Soviet education and science. Within HSE, the Faculty of Applied Political Science was
created only in 1998 and was given the “applied” qualifier for idiosyncratic reasons having to
do with local preferences and the fashionableness at the time of “political technologies” in the
electoral sphere. In 2007, within a few years of producing its first graduates, FAPS was
confronted, like the rest of Russian higher education, with the challenge of switching from
the Soviet-era five-year specialist model to the two-tiered Bologna Process model, with its
four-year baccalaureate degrees and two-year master’s degrees. It is to FAPS’s credit that in
so short a period it has emerged as the largest politics faculty in any Russian university, as
measured by the fourth-year class in the bachelor’s program, and as one of the several most
highly thought-of.

As a side point, we suggest to the FAPS and HSE authorities that they take advantage of the
current review to revisit the “applied” denominator and give the faculty the more
straightforward, internationally recognizable brand of Faculty of Political Science. This could
be rendered as Fakul’tet politologii, which would still resonate with the practical interests of
its creators. I1f a more academic ring were desired, it could be either Fakul’tet politicheskoi

nauki or perhaps Fakul’tet politcheskikh nauk, the latter being a bow to pluralism in its ranks.

% There was a Soviet Political Science Association, but political science as a subject did not begin to appear
on university and institute curricula until the late 1980s.
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3. ORGANIZATIONAL FRAGMENTATION

The Higher School of Economics has achieved its extraordinary expansion through a
combination of routes. It has added faculty and students to academic units instituted early in
its history. It has supplemented older entities with new ones (for instance, FAPS in 1998) as
priorities have evolved. Unlike FAPS, some of the newcomers have had little to do with the
school’s original baseline pursuits. Some have been greatly influenced by strong unit leaders,
and all have been affected by what can only be called an autarchic tendency visible through
HSE. The school has also subdivided units and sometimes combined parts of them with other
pieces to form new, compound units. It has not infrequently built significant segments into
existing units, without breaking them up. And it has absorbed components from outside its

walls, often at the direction of the Russian government.?

The end result of this somewhat haphazard growth process has been a university of enormous
complexity. HSE encompasses thirty-one teaching faculties (delivering fifty bachelor’s
programs and forty-nine at the master’s level) and sixty-five research institutes, centers, and
laboratories. This complexity and an institutional orientation toward modernization in all
dimensions have bred a sizable and intricate administrative apparatus. The leadership in 2013
consists of a rector, four first vice rectors, twelve vice rectors, and thirty-six directors for

functional sectors.

More germane to the Faculty of Applied Political Science has been the proliferation of
academic departments whose work overlaps thematically with the FAPS core. To mention

only the most noteworthy:*

® Most recently, under the terms of a government directive, HSE in 2011 acquired the Moscow State
Institute of Electronics and Mathematics and two continuing-education organizations. The change was
described as a four-way merger but was actually a mandated takeover of weaker institutions by the
much more capable HSE, which gained in material and human assets but also assumed responsibility
for a wide range of problems associated with the lesser organizations.

* Another unit that might qualify is the Chair of Constitutional and Municipal Law in the Law Faculty.
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> FAPS itself contains a Department of Integrated Communications, which is de jure a
subunit of the faculty but de facto independent.” It offers bachelor’s programs and
master’s programs in advertising, public relations, and new media, all of them
evidently of a vocational, how-to bent. The FAPS self-study reports that these
programs “have no relation to the political science stream,” which raises the question
of why the branch is located within FAPS in the first place. That being said, the
Integrated Communications website lists quite a few topics of interest to faculty there
which do have heavy political content—such as political advertising, negative and
hidden campaigning, civil activism and the new media, government communications
strategies, government relations and lobbying, information management and armed

conflicts, and “communications colonialism.”

» A second intellectually adjacent program of greater interest in terms of our main
concern, and to which we will make repeated reference, is the Faculty of International
Economics and World Politics, which was formed in 2006 as a fusion of the
international economics faculty and a group of scholars who exited FAPS at that
time—one of them Sergei Karaganov, an accomplished scholar and public intellectual
who has served since then as dean of the combined faculty. The faculty is best
described as offering an interdisciplinary program in international studies, something
along the lines of the School of Foreign Service at Georgetown University in
Washington, D.C. The World Politics wing of this unit does primarily prescriptive
work, ordinarily on subjects related to geopolitics and national security. It is well
connected to the Russian foreign policy network and exerts a certain influence over
public debate about foreign affairs, and is very much focused on the practical policy-

making enterprise.

» A smaller University Chair (kafedra) of Public Policy, not part of any broader faculty
grouping, in effect seceded from FAPS in 2000. It operates solely at the master’s
level, although individual professors give undergraduate lectures in other faculties.
While its focus is supposedly public policy, the boundary line between policy and
politics seems more blurred than usual—in Russian, after all, one word (politika)
signifies both. The teaching offerings bear little resemblance to the standard

® The main HSE website lists its work separately from the FAPS, although the official organization chart
shows it as subordinate.
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curriculum in a Western policy school and if anything are closer in subject matter to a

political science department. The master’s program has specialties in political analysis

and public policy and in human rights and democratic government. The chair

collaborates with several foreign policy programs.

> Finally there is the Faculty of State and Municipal Administration, established in

2003 and with no prior connection to FAPS. It seeks to enroll mainly future civil

servants for all branches of the governmental apparatus at the local and regional level

as well as the national. Its bachelor’s and master’s programs emphasize economics

and public finance, management science, and legal topics. Public administration, by

the way, is one of four stated priority areas for academic development of HSE up to

the year 2018 (the others are economics, sociology, and management).

The table below, derived from official HSE data, situates FAPS’s educational output in the

context of these kindred units. It is for undergraduate students only and thus excludes Public

Policy.

As can be seen, FAPS is neither the largest of the related units nor, by obvious yardsticks, the

most attractive to students. State and Municipal Administration enrolls more undergraduate

students, stipendiary and paid, and Integrated Communications and World Politics lag close

behind in student numbers (the Faculty of International Economics and World Politics as a
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whole has considerably larger numbers). Of the four units, FAPS is actually the least

interesting to potential students, as gauged by the ratio of applicants to program slots with
state stipends attached, while World Politics is the most popular.® Still, there are eleven or
twelve applicants for every stipendiary place in the FAPS program, which indicates it has

considerable appeal, not far from the institutional average for HSE.

The EC was not tasked to evaluate all these units (or the Chair of Public Policy, which
teaches only master’s students). Nor was it in a position to collect comprehensive information

about them and their activities. It is certainly not our place to participate in “turf wars.”

Nonetheless, it is hard to avoid the question of strategic and structural coherence, especially
when HSE, as we were repeatedly told, is considering a variety of rationalization schemes for
simplifying the organizational architecture that has taken shape over two decades. The
Moscow campus is rife with rumors about which faculty is going to be broken up and which
faculty merged with which. It will be wise to lay this uncertainty to rest by making sensible

choices and implementing them expeditiously.

The Expert Committee is skeptical of any forced amalgamation of all these units. Each has
quite distinctive academic strengths and weaknesses. Several have split away from FAPS and
would resist reintegration with it, as was made abundantly clear in interviews. The World
Politics group, in particular, has had serious success in attracting bright students. Nor did we
on the EC perceive any eagerness on the part of FAPS to take these units on board, or for
FAPS itself to be submerged in a mega-faculty.

If it were up to the EC, we would recommend some streamlining and simplification of the
organization chart. Within FAPS itself, it is hard to justify the presence of an all-but-
sovereign Integrated Communications operation. If it belongs with the rest of FAPS, it should
be brought under control of the FAPS dean and faculty council. If not, it should find its
rightful place elsewhere. World Politics (and the larger faculty of which it is a part) might

appear in terms of subject matter to be closely related to FAPS, but its intellectual trajectory

® To be sure, the applications data can be construed in various ways. The ratio given in the table is a
function not only of student interest but of the number of stipends allotted by the HSE administration.

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is quite different and it has had a lot of success as a separate unit. State and Municipal
Administration, never linked to FAPS, also occupies a distinctive niche.

If one is thinking about comprehensive solutions, a common-sense basis for restructuring—
for which many analogues could be found in international practice—would be to group
International Economics and World Politics, State and Municipal Administration, and the
tiny Public Policy Chair into a larger-scale School of Public Policy, or conceivably a School
of Public Policy and International Affairs. It no doubt would need to take in other skillsets as
well. Presumably, this new faculty or school would contain distinctive clusters within it. All
the component parts would be distinguished by their involvement in the practice of politics,
public administration, foreign policy, and the like. They would be informed by theoretical
and methodologically advanced work in political science, but their primary function would be
to link such work to the practical world of state builders and decision makers, and not to

innovate on the theoretical research front.

As for FAPS, under this vision it would remain separate from the others and would continue
to evolve in a more academic direction, though conceivably retaining a kernel of the
“applied” approach with which it was imbued in the 1990s. Regarding the Department of
Integrated Communications, the scholarly study of political communications could in
principle be incorporated into FAPS as an integral part of political science, while more
hands-on and commercially oriented aspects could be assigned to a Faculty of

Communications or some such unit.

Were this to be the general trajectory, we recommend two structural changes in the interests

of increasing the effectiveness of FAPS’s teaching programs.

First, FAPS should be made whole by augmenting teaching and research offerings in
thematic areas which have been marginalized by the accidents of organizational development.
Public administration and state building would be one such area. Comparative politics would
be a second. Another and perhaps more pressing priority would be international relations,
which was in effect hollowed out at FAPS when World Politics separated in 2006. If FAPS is
to be a rounded, full-service political science department, it needs to upgrade its work in
international relations, a core subfield of political science, with new people and new

approaches. Such an adjustment should be easy to sell in a situation where Russia is not only
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a great power but is, obviously, subject to multiple and profound influences from the

international and transnational environment.

Second, whatever the architectural details settled upon, we strongly favor enshrining a basic
principle for student participation—namely, to foster maximum mobility of bachelor’s and
master’s students from FAPS who wish to take advantage of course offerings in cognate
faculties. Subject to program requirements, FAPS students should have as much freedom as
possible to choose from among the rich educational menu which HSE makes available in
areas closely related to students’ basic intellectual investment in the study of politics and

government.

4. GEOGRAPHIC FRAGMENTATION

Subject matter and academic expertise aside, everyone associated with HSE is painfully
familiar with the burden posed by the spatial fragmentation of the constituent parts of the
Higher School. It is an accidental byproduct of the circumstances of the university’s genesis
by presidential decree a generation ago. In Moscow (to say nothing of the three regional
branches), HSE occupies thirty-five “addresses,” some of them embracing multiple buildings
and annexes. Non-Muscovite students reside in ten disparate dormitories, four of which—the
most common location for FAPS students—are located in Odintsovo, in Moscow oblast a
lengthy commute from downtown Moscow. The FAPS facility at Kochnovskii pereulok, 3,
northwest of the central university administration on Myasnitskaya, is one of the several most

far-flung of HSE’s locations, and is a fifteen-minute walk from the Moscow metro.

In terms of student mobility, the costs of this highly diffuse geographic layout are high. All of
the cognate units listed here—Integrated Communications, World Politics, State and
Municipal Administration, and Public Policy—are located at a considerable distance from
Kochnovskii and from one another. For students already required to sit through long hours of
lectures and seminars, and especially those facing wearying journeys from and to the outer
suburbs of Moscow, the costs of attending classes in, say, electoral campaigning,
international security, public administration, or developmental policy in other HSE faculties
are practically prohibitive. It is not clear whether or how the rector’s plans for what he calls a
“distributed campus” will mitigate this problem.
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The EC knows there is no magic wand to wave here, and that the issue afflicts the university
as a whole and not merely FAPS. We would submit, though, that the spatial isolation of
FAPS is unusually severe, and that the potential benefits of reducing that isolation would be
unusually great, in terms of the large number of synergies that would result for FAPS

students and faculty if some consolidation could be brought about.

Grouping of intellectually adjacent units into a single policy school, located in a single
physical facility, would greatly reduce the frictional costs of cross-faculty collaboration for
FAPS members. What would multiply the benefit would be relocation of FAPS out of
Kochnovskii into a building close to any such integrated unit. All are aware of the large, well-
appointed HSE office building now nearing completion on Myasnitskaya ulitsa. Would that
offer a solution? It is a question we take the liberty of posing to the HSE administration in
this report.
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D. QUALITY OF THE TEACHING STAFF
1. INTRODUCTION

Any educational program can be effective only to the extent that it possesses a teaching staff
whose knowledge, tools, and energies are commensurate with the task. Owing to the Soviet
legacy, FAPS, like analogous departments at other Russian universities, relied heavily at the
beginning on the contributions of what the 2013 self-study calls “autodidacts” (samouchki)—
talented and hard-working colleagues professionally trained in other disciplines (such as
economics, philosophy, and sociology) but not necessarily conversant with political science
as understood in most of the outside world. Members of this first generation who have stayed
the course at HSE have done a great deal to integrate themselves into the global discipline

and deserve credit for launching FAPS and developing it as a going concern.

Meanwhile, a coming generation of political scientists, sometimes with skills in quantitative
and other cutting-edge methodologies, is moving into positions in FAPS. In the early phases,
weak integration into the international network of political scientists—another consequence
of the Soviet past—denied Russian political science, at FAPS and elsewhere, the quick-acting
“pipeline” for nurturing talent that has been so successful in economics, whereby young
Russian specialists get Ph.D.-level training in the United States or Europe and then return to
Russia to start a career. Such a pipeline is only now taking shape in political science. The turn
toward greater state control over Russian political life since 2000 may have dampened market
demand for scholars in certain parts of the field and dissuaded some young people from
aspiring to faculty positions in the discipline.” All the same, there is fresh talent to be found

in FAPS, and the faculty has vigorously recruited specialists on politics who have reputations
in the public sphere as well as scholarly achievements.

2. STAFF DEVELOPMENT

" The FAPS self-study states that “the narrowing of the public political space” since 2000 has lessened
interest in electoral processes and political consulting but “has not lowered demand for political
administrators, managers, and experts.” On the purely intellectual side, several HSE professors
formerly associated with FAPS told members of the EC that they are better off without the affiliation
because FAPS is devoted to studying a phenomenon which has become marginalized under President
Putin’s leadership. The point is overstated but cannot be ignored.
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In spite of the accomplishments, there remains a mismatch between the qualifications and
expertise of the existing FAPS faculty members and the goal of building a twenty-first
century political science department. This finds expression in the quality and placement of
faculty research; missing areas of specialization in core areas of political science, particularly
in international relations and comparative politics; and reliance on faculty members from
other divisions to teach core methods courses. At the same time, the FAPS faculty has
expertise in areas that lie outside of political science. These concerns call for a strategic focus
on recruiting faculty members who by and large will have been trained abroad and who are
versed in the latest research techniques, while gradually winnowing the faculty of members
who cannot or do not contribute to the department’s core competencies. This may be done by
attrition, forced retirement, or breaking off subunits that do not fit FAPS’s strategic goals.
The administration would seem to enjoy a degree of freedom in doing this that would be the
envy of most foreign political science departments. In the United States, it is almost
impossible to remove senior faculty because of the tenure system, which has the character of
a legally binding contract virtually guaranteeing long-term employment, and in most of
Europe it is painfully difficult to remove unproductive faculty members, as they are protected
by civil service laws or similar statutes. The support of the HSE hierarchy may give FAPS a
strategic opportunity to leapfrog over foreign competitors if these opportunities are used
wisely.? Naturally, the letter and the spirit of Russian labor law must be respected in all this.

It speaks well of the FAPS academic staff that it fares so well in the annual designation of
“best teachers,” who are selected by students in a secret ballot. In 2013, 490 best teachers

were recognized in HSE, for a ratio of 18 percent. In the ranks FAPS, eighteen were given
this award, for a much higher ratio of 38 percent. HSE teachers singled out for this honor

qualify for a 30,000 ruble monthly supplement to salary.

3. INTERNATIONAL RECRUITMENT

In keeping with overall HSE policy, FAPS began in 2010-11 to vigorously seek out
international hires, in the form either of young Russians with a foreign diploma or of foreign

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scholars. These individuals are compensated at a higher level than national hires, partly
through their participation in the university’s Center for Advanced Studies. Political science
is one of fifteen disciplines in which HSE is attempting to hire tenure-track candidates
internationally for academic year 2014-15. One political scientist has so far been recruited
into FAPS in each category—a disappointing outcome for the FAPS and HSE leadership,
perhaps, but an achievement all the same. Some rationalization of the organization chart and
normalization of FAPS as a full-service political science department—making the placement

options more comprehensible to non-Russians, in particular—can only help in this regard.

Rector Kuzminov’s “Roadmap” sets as a target for HSE as a whole—a demanding one—to
increase the proportion of research and teaching personnel working on international contracts
from 2 percent of academic staff in 2013 to 26 percent in 2020. The Expert Committee
strongly recommends that FAPS behave accordingly and raise its within-faculty percentage
from 4 percent to 26 percent. Forty-seven professors and instructors are at present employed
at FAPS. If we assume a gradual growth in staff size to sixty by 2020, sixteen persons would
need to be on international contracts for FAPS to be compliant with the university-wide

norm. This implies two net international hires per year between now and 2020.°

The EC is of the view that, besides pursuing international scholars to be recruited into tenure-
track contracts, HSE should actively explore other ways of drawing foreign-based scholars
into FAPS’s work. One would be to involve foreign scholars in relatively short teaching or
teaching-and-research modules which would bring them to Moscow for time-limited but
intense, high-value collaborative activities with FAPS faculty and students. Another would be
to work out ways to make a sabbatical leave in Moscow, based at HSE, attractive to
American or European political scientists. Yet another would be to enlist senior scholars who
are pre-retirement or early in their retirement years and who might well be looking for either
a research opportunity or simply a chance to do something they have not tried earlier in their
careers. Even an opportunistic annual search for foreign political scientists who are doing

research in Moscow for the year or part of the year could be productive.

4. STIMULATING RESEARCH OUTPUT

® We stress that these would be net hires, since some of the foreign scholars signed to contracts in all
likelihood will depart during this seven-year period.
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The HSE has lately put on the books substantial material incentives to stimulate research
productivity. HSE academics are eligible for ample research-based supplements (hadbavki) to
their monthly salaries. The bonuses are awarded for the duration of one year for quality of
academic work (scored according to standardized criteria); for two years for “academic
achievements and contribution to the scientific reputation of the Higher School of
Economics”; and for two years for publishing papers in peer-reviewed international journals
indexed in either Elsevier’s SCOPUS or Thomson Reuters’ Web of Science/Web of
Knowledge.'® The bonuses are hefty by any standard. As of September 2013, they are set at
35,000 rubles per month in the first category, 60,000 rubles in the second, and 90,000 rubles
in the third. In the topmost category, the qualifying professor or instructor would over two
academic years receive extra compensation of 2,160,000 rubles, or the better part of seventy

thousand dollars!**

The EC appreciates the contribution these incentives have made to staff development.
Questions will arise about their suitability in the long term, but at present they are a positive

force, and they should be continued.

It is gratifying that FAPS faculty members compare favorably to school-wide levels of
receipt of this form of recognition, as the following table shows.

On the critical side, as can be seen, 49 percent of FAPS faculty received no academic bonus
at all in 2013. This ratio is admittedly much lower than the HSE average, but gives no

grounds for complacency. It cannot be ignored that by the criterion most germane to Russia’s

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and HSE’s ambition to excel in the international academic marketplace—publication of an
article in a ranking foreign journal—the overwhelming majority (96 percent) of the FAPS
teaching staff do not qualify. Dean Melville’s candid self-study report cites “a low level of
research activity on the part of many teachers” and overall “a lack of international

publications.” We will have more to say in Section F5 about the quality of publications.

In the interests of improving this record, we advise FAPS, under HSE’s umbrella, to pioneer
an adaptation of the incentives program which might then be extended to other HSE units.
What we have in mind is to involve foreign academics in joint research work with an eye
explicitly to an underutilized mechanism—co-authorship between Russian and foreign
specialists, leading to co-publication of research results in international journals. This
mechanism would allow for synergy and “human technology transfer” between a Russian

expert and a foreign colleague who has direct experience of journal publication abroad.

One form such an initiative might take would be an advertised, competitive program of grant
support for joint projects, under which a HSE faculty member and a foreign scholar or
scholars would apply together for research funds (covering travel, research assistance, etc.).
As part of the arrangement, there could conceivably be a modest honorarium paid to the
foreign partner, but it would be contingent on a jointly authored paper being accepted by an
international journal. The HSE professor would still receive the much larger compensation

benefit under existing HSE rules.

5. ENCOURAGING CREATIVITY AND COHESION

Finally in this section, the EC briefly puts forward several additional recommendations for

improving the teaching staff’s creativity and cohesion.
5a. Less Paperwork

HSE and FAPS should urgently search out ways to relieve the burden of paperwork that our
interlocutors in October all complained about. Some of this burden comes out of Soviet and
Russian administrative practice and some evidently out of Bologna Process requirements,
which require elaborate documentation of all educational undertakings. Bureaucracy is a
universal of modern life, but the extent to which report-drafting and form-filling-out is taken

here saps the energy needed for more innovative pursuits. If fully understood by job
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applicants, it will be a drag on international hires. For more discussion as it relates to
evaluation of students, see Section E4 below.

5b. More Intellectual Exchange and Collegiality

The EC believes, moreover, that FAPS should do much more to nurture intellectual exchange
and mutual support among faculty members. Esprit de corps seems much lower than would
be desired. Members of the faculty report few opportunities for informal interaction. One new
recruit said he had not yet had a conversation with a majority of members of the faculty and
would not recognize many of them if he encountered them in the hallway. A weekly seminar
series at which professors and instructors present their own work to their colleagues would be
a useful start. A somewhat different activity would be research workshops involving
advanced graduate students sitting around the table with faculty members (see Section 4d

below).
5c. Workspace

Nothing interferes more with interaction within the teaching staff than the shortage of
workspace at FAPS. With nowhere to sit, let alone do serious work, most faculty members
commute to Kochnovskii, teach their classes, hold brief office hours, and depart by car or
public transit at the earliest opportunity. Typically they are on site only on days when they
read lectures or lead seminars or on the designated weekly “presence day” (prisutstvii den’).
The Kuzminov “Roadmap” foresees a sharp upward shift in the share of researchers and
teachers provided with “personal workspaces” at the university from 5 percent to 80 percent
in 2020. These would not necessarily be private offices,*? but even shared space, if
partitioned into cubicles and appropriately equipped, would be a huge step forward. The EC
urges Dean Melville to press the point with the HSE administration and to nominate FAPS as
a proving ground for the new approach.

5d. Full-Time Commitment

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Relatedly, it is time to move toward the expectation that FAPS (and HSE) faculty will work
for the institution full time and not part time. The lean days of the 1990s, when many Russian
academics sought out multiple teaching jobs to make ends meet, are gone. Compensation and
other terms of work at HSE have steadily improved, and the expectation is that they will
continue to do so. The EC was told that approximately half of FAPS faculty members today
teach simultaneously at other institutions.*® Some teach at several places—one senior
member with whom the EC spoke in October holds teaching appointments at four
universities, one of them hundreds of miles from Moscow. HSE may want to consider a
phasing-in period, or to cap outside teaching activity at, say, one day per week. But the EC
recommends that the strategic direction be set and publicized and first steps down this road
taken without delay. The byproducts would be several—more days on campus, livelier
intellectual exchange among the faculty, more availability to students, and more time for

research given the reduced time in transit between places.

E. THE BACHELOR’S PROGRAM
1. INTRODUCTION

Our assessment of the undergraduate bachelor’s degree focuses on curriculum, content of
academic classes, quality assessment issues, student research, and the relationship of the
program to the labor market.

In evaluating the curriculum, we weigh it against international experience, and we focus in
particular on the number of credits and classes, the intellectual divisions within the structure

of classes in the curriculum, and the question of majors and minors.

Our evaluation of academic classes focuses on the content of classes and how that compares
to international standards, including the question of balancing theoretical, empirical, and
methodology courses. We also address student concerns about course availability and the

question of required versus elective courses and student demand for courses.

In considering quality assessment of the bachelor’s program and courses, we consider the
concerns about reporting requirements and the question of the appropriate metrics for
evaluating quality outcomes. On student research, we consider the laboratories as they relate
to student research and the connection between research, coursework, and advising. Finally,
we consider the relationship of the program to the labor market, considering the specific

challenges of political science, and we also address the possibility of foreign study abroad.

Our overall judgment is that while the current bachelor’s program has many merits, and the
FAPS leadership and faculty should be commended for creating an effective program under
difficult circumstances, we nevertheless recommend several major changes. They will be
presented below. We hasten to say that we are deeply impressed by the leadership of FAPS
and the overall quality of faculty and students in the department. The changes recommended
are in the spirit of suggesting ways for the department and the undergraduate degree program

to improve and do not represent a negative overall assessment of FAPS or the program.
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2. THE BACHELOR’S DEGREE CURRICULUM

2a. Credits

The Applied Political Science bachelor’s program requires undergraduates to amass 240

credits over four years (approximately 60 per year). There are also non-credit electives

(fakul’tativy), which are classes that are offered and take up student and faculty effort and

time, but which are not included in the 240 credits. Not counting the elective courses, the 240

credit requirement is approximately double what is required in American universities.

For comparison, consider the requirements of the following schools, where we also include

the London School of Economics as an appropriate British yardstick:

Some schools treat courses as year-long classes
rather than semester-long, but they have been made equivalent to semesters in this table.
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Some universities’ requirements are stated in credits, while others’ are in courses. In general
at American universities one course is equal to three or four credits, and hence approximate

equivalents are also listed above.

On average, American students in a bachelor’s degree program would take 12-15 credits per
semester, or 3—4 courses. One credit typically is about 50 minutes of instruction, which

means that American students are in class around 10 to 12.5 hours per week.

In our meetings with FAPS students, they estimated that they are in class around 24 hours per
week, which would be consistent with the above calculations on differences in credit hours. It
is quite a striking difference in the amount of time in the classroom compared to Western
counterparts. Although the structure of classes is different from the American system, it
seems that rather than just a greater number of overall courses, each course is longer (with

more equivalent credits) than the American counterparts.

This very high amount of time in the classroom presents a number of problems. First,
students have far less time for self-directed studying and research. If a goal is that students
develop the ability to do independent critical thinking, analysis, and research projects, then

the excessive amount of time in structured classroom time is a serious drawback.

Second, instructors at HSE, including graduate students, have to spend a very large amount of
time in class relative to their American counterparts. We were told by some that on some
days this means 7-8 hours in a row (based on several 80-minute seminars per day, with 25
students per seminar). We were also told that instructors teach 600 hours in a year, which if
there are 30-40 weeks of instruction means that they are in the classroom 15 to 20 hours per
week. For comparison, a professor at an American research university would teach
approximately 5 to 7 hours a week, based on teaching 2 classes a semester, with each class
between 3-4 credits, and with each semester approximately 15 weeks."

Third, with so many credits required and such long classes, HSE as whole is much more

constrained in offering classes across departments (faculties) than in the American context.

15 Faculty members have substantially higher teaching loads at American institutions that do not expect
their faculty to produce much research, such as low-ranked liberal arts colleges and community
colleges.
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The reason is that if each class is longer, each student has less time available in a week for
choosing other courses. Shorter class times would make many more time slots for classes
available and give the university much greater flexibility in offering classes across

departments.

We realize that HSE’s teaching program is shaped and restricted by Russian government
regulations. It could well be that the room to maneuver on credits required is quite limited.
However, we urge the administration to explore creative ways in which official requirements
could be met while at the same time giving undergraduate students more time to explore
ideas and develop their own intellectual approaches. Furthermore, HSE, given its high
reputation, could in the middle and long term lobby the government for a more flexible
approach to instruction credits system-wide. Addressing this issue of the number of and
duration of required credits and courses will be important to attracting international faculty.

2b. Intellectual Structure of the Degree Program

Currently, the program is divided into two tracks for undergraduate degrees, Political
Analysis (Politicheskii analiz) and Political Management (or Political Administration)
(Politicheskoe upravlenie). These distinctions are not typical in international practice, and the
terms are not necessarily intelligible to outside faculty or students in the sense that political
scientists outside Russia would not immediately recognize their meaning or content. In
addition, in reviewing the courses that comprise the two tracks, the intellectual distinction

between the two is not very clear.

In terms of the course content, both tracks require the same coursework in humanities and
general social science (72 credits), in foreign language (English), philosophy, theory of state
and law, economics, sociology, psychology, political geography, Russian language, and logic
and argumentation theory.

They differ in the mathematical requirements, with Political Management requiring 13.5
credits in probability theory, algebra, and game theory, and the Political Analysis track
requiring those credits plus 15 more in probabilistic and statistical models in political science,
mathematical models of political economy, and multivariate statistical analysis in political

science.
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For the political science requirements, the two tracks share 72 credits in required courses, but
the Political Management track also requires an additional 15 credits in subjects such as
political behavior, principles of management, organization theory, principles of state politics,

political behavior, and principles of state policy.

There are 28.5 credits of electives, many of which are common between the two tracks, but
the Political Analysis track offers the choice of political behavior, evaluating the
effectiveness of social policy, collective choice theory and empirical research, statistical
analysis of non-numerical information, analysis of electoral data, economic reform,
prediction of socio-political processes, and multidimensional typology of political systems of

modern states.

Meanwhile the Political Management track offers elective courses in Russian social
inequality in the global context, political advertising, communication theory, key problems in
the functioning of the government in Russia, Russian economic policy, Russian social policy,
Russian electoral politics, Russian foreign policy, Russian space and the Russian state, and

the political science of ethnicity.

In looking at these lists, what is striking is that they are not well delineated intellectually.
There is a bit more mathematical emphasis in the Political Analysis track, but otherwise it is

hard to ascertain what the intellectual principle is behind which classes fall into which track.

For the non-credit electives (fakul’tativy), there is also a lot of overlap between the two
tracks. But the Political Analysis track offers additional choices of algebra and analysis,
analysis of political data in the statistical package STATA, analysis of categorical data in the

statistical package SPSS, and analysis of multi-level data.

In summary, in reviewing the course offerings for the undergraduate program, the overall list
of required and elective courses is not far from international approaches to political science.
But the structure of the courses and the degree requirements do depart quite a bit from

international practice.
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2c. Intellectual Structure of Undergraduate Political Science Programs in

International Practice

If we speak of the United States, political science departments are typically divided into four
or five subfields, the constants of which are American politics, comparative politics,
international relations, and political theory. Some larger departments in research universities
also have a methodology subfield. Undergraduates who get degrees in political science would
typically focus on one subfield as a major area of interest and a second one as a minor. In
other words, our American/Western tracks for the undergraduate degree would follow these
subfields. This is also the way that political science generally as a professional discipline is

organized.

To the extent that there are common classes across the different subfield tracks, in the United
States those would typically include some number of the four introductory courses (American
politics, comparative politics, international relations, and political theory) or a general class
on political science, including material from all four subfields. Some departments would also
require one methodology course and some might have an “honors” track. An honors program
would typically include a few more required courses in methodology or research design and

culminate in a student thesis.

In addition to there being many fewer required courses in American universities (as discussed
in conjunction with the credit requirements above), the subfield-based structure is
fundamentally different from the current FAPS setup. There are definitely arguments for
national difference—for example, FAPS at HSE would surely not have an “American
politics” subfield—but a delineation into comparative politics, international relations, and
political theory subfields would make the structure of the FAPS undergraduate degree much
more compatible internationally. Besides these classic categories, it would make abundant
sense for FAPS to have a large number of courses on Russian or Eurasian politics, either
within a comparative politics subfield or in a separate category. That would be a natural topic
of interest to Russian students and one for which research opportunities would be most

available.

The major limitation that we noted in the FAPS curriculum is the shortage of substantive
courses in core areas of political science, particularly in comparative politics and
international relations. A feasible short-term recommendation for restructuring the FAPS
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undergraduate degree is to reclassify existing courses into the relevant subfields of
comparative politics, international relations, and political theory (with Russian and Eurasian
politics either as a discrete field or blended into comparative and international), while
keeping a general emphasis on methodology as a general area of concern field across
subfields. This would underline the missing courses in the curriculum and provide an impulse

for hiring new faculty to teach in these core areas.

It should be noted that it is not typical for undergraduate political science programs to have as
many methodology courses as are currently required for the FAPS degrees: six for the
Political Analysis track and three for the Political Management degree. A requirement of six

courses is actually more than some graduate political science Ph.D. programs require.

This might be a distinction, however, that FAPS wishes to keep—that is, a focus on
methodology for all undergraduates, beyond the level normally required in the United States
or Europe. This would make FAPS baccalaureates well-positioned for graduate degree
programs abroad. In addition, training in quantitative methods provides students with
practical skills that appear to give them an advantage in the job market. One must weigh the
emphasis on methodological training and preparation for graduate training against the
demands and interests of the typical undergraduate. In the United States, that young person is
not likely to be focused on advanced graduate training, and we suspect that is all the more

likely to be the case in Russia.

In addition, it is vital that students and faculty take seriously the methodological training that
is required. If the demands are too high, and students are not able to meet them but still get
passing grades, this can have a negative effect on their orientation to coursework, in that they
learn to get by without a deep understanding of the material. It is incumbent upon FAPS to
take a decision on which methods courses are truly necessary for undergraduate degrees and
for it to be committed to students mastering and putting those methodological skills to use in

other coursework and their own research.
2d. Majors and Minors

The question of majors and minors at HSE or in FAPS is a difficult one given the lack of a
liberal arts environment. In the United States a college “major” is a set of courses that the
student focuses on, typically in one department and distinct from a broader set of courses
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drawn from diverse disciplines across the humanities, social sciences, and natural and

physical sciences. A “minor” is often like a major but requires a smaller number of courses.

At HSE, where undergraduates specialize overall in their coursework in one department, the
idea of a major would seem to be a concentration or track within a department. In this way
the major can be compatible with the above discussion of recommended subfield tracks (i.e.
in comparative politics, international relations, or political theory). The draft plan for a new
bachelors’ degree which was shared with us (Model’ programmy bakalavriata) could
accommodate subfields as “majors.” In order to recommend this plan, we would still want to
consider the overall credit requirements, as well as the content of the subfield majors as
discussed above. A short-term recommendation that we discuss below would retain the

current two-track system for the majors.

Interestingly, although HSE as presently constituted is not a liberal arts environment, an
important way in which the FAPS curriculum differs from international practice is that so
many required courses are taught by faculty outside the department. In our interviews we
were told this is the case for one third of all courses offered, and it is especially common in
the area of methodology. We can see the advantages, but there are also disadvantages. A key
disadvantage of having methodology, for example, subcontracted out to other departments is
that the courses are not tailored to the interests of political science. The minor might possibly

be a way to turn this situation into a positive attribute of the program.

The concept of an undergraduate minor, especially if it were to be adopted across the HSE, is
potentially an exciting, innovative, and feasible way to bridge the divide between
specialization of degrees and the liberal arts experience. The purpose of such an initiative
should be to broaden the undergraduate experience, in that the minor would be a subset of
courses from a different department. Minors, and the courses they comprise, should not be
tailored to the needs of students from particular departments—this would defeat the purpose
of broadening the undergraduate curriculum and allow specialization to slip back in through a
back door. These minor programs should include introductory courses that are appropriate
and logistically feasible for students outside the department to take, which admittedly would
require significant coordination across HSE departments. It would be possible also for a
faculty to set up more than one minor program for students outside it. For example, political
science could have a minor in each of its major tracks (comparative, IR, theory). The minor
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would comprise a set of courses in those three subfields that non-majors (i.e. students outside
the department) would take. The standard practice in American universities, it should be
noted, is for each teaching department to offer a single minor that is sufficiently flexible to

allow students to choose courses that correspond to their particular interests.
2e. Overall Curricular Recommendations

We recommend that as a short-term measure FAPS reclassify classes according to the three
mainstream political science subfields (comparative politics, IR, and political theory), but at

the same time keep two tracks in the faculty.

One as we see it would be an Honors Political Science track intended primarily for students
who want to pursue more advanced study in political science, and which is rather similar to
what is now in the Political Analysis track. The honors option would include more
methodological training than anywhere else in the program. Among other benefits, such a
signifier would be clear to outside political scientists trying to understand the level of
preparation of undergraduates for foreign Ph.D. training.

The other route would be a General Political Science track, more along the lines of what is
now the Political Management track. It is critical that there be a transparent and coherent set
of principles for dividing the two tracks, especially with regard to the electives—which is not
currently the case. As a step toward future transition to an internationally recognized political
science undergraduate program, FAPS should substantially strengthen course offerings in IR,
comparative politics, and political theory.

In addition, we recommend that FAPS move away from courses in marketing and PR. These
approaches have negative undertones, intellectually speaking, and are not sustainable in terms

of the longer-term development of political science in Russia.

A general cautionary note would be that in our conversations with faculty and students at
HSE some said that there had been many curricular changes. These are hard to keep up with,
for local players and for outsiders. Hence, any curricular change including changes in
required credits or within the structure of the department should be implemented without

undue negative impact on current students.
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3. CONTENT OF ACADEMIC CLASSES

From our observation of courses and a selection of undergraduate course syllabi (World
Politics, Comparative Politics, and Game Theory), the content of specific courses seems more
or less in line with international expectations and standards. An issue, however, is the overall
selection of courses in terms of the balance between the number of theoretical, empirical, and
methods courses, and also the sequencing of such courses. The EC has identified several
areas of concern that we recommend be addressed.

3a. Balance between Methods, Theory, and Empirics

First, it seems that the connection between methodological training and theoretical and
empirical political science coursework is not well established in the undergraduate program.
For example, while students take classes in game theory, there are not applied game theory
courses, such as “game theory and international relations” or “game theoretic approaches to
electoral politics.” Similarly, in evaluating, for example, theories of comparative politics,
while the array of theoretical concepts is reasonable, different methodological approaches,
taught in separate classes, are not sufficiently connected to theories, e.g., how would one use
formal theory, quantitative methods, or qualitative case studies to examine theories of
democratization or authoritarian resilience? The full benefits of theory and methods training
are realized only when they are fully integrated into the substantive coursework that students

take in political science.

A related pedagogical concern is that most undergraduate students, to the extent that they are
interested in political science, are primarily interested in theoretically driven empirical
puzzles—e.g., why did Mexico democratize in 2000 but not earlier, what is the relationship
between capitalism and democracy, does free trade reduce the likelihood of conflict between
states, what are the main causes of civil war and how do they differ from the causes of
international conflict? There are students who are primarily interested in methods such as
game theory and statistics, but our experience suggests that in the average political science
program (and there will always be local exceptions) most are not. Yet, in order to train
students, it is necessary to provide methodological training early on. Doing so could dampen
student interest in political science if it is not balanced with theoretical and empirical
coursework connected to those methods, which will give students a clear understanding of
why they should invest in methodology training.
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Similarly, although FAPS students have some opportunities for independent research, and
students may state that they are employing a particular methodological approach, the EC
heard from faculty members that the quality of student engagement with methods in research
is not sufficiently high. More courses that explore different methods in the context of

theoretical and empirical investigation are probably necessary.
3 b. Comparative Politics

A fundamental weakness of the FAPS undergraduate curriculum is the shortage of
substantive courses in political science. This is particularly obvious in comparative politics.
There is currently no course offered on a regular basis in American politics, European
politics, Latin American politics, African politics, or Asian politics. Similarly, there is a
shortage of advanced or specialized courses such as political parties and elections, democratic
and authoritarian regimes, and political economy of development. There is a new course on
comparative institutions taught by a newly hired faculty member trained in the United States,

which is a welcome addition to the curriculum, but the deficit remains.
3c. Russian Politics

We also heard from faculty members that FAPS students are not especially knowledgeable
about contemporary (post-1991) Russian politics. When one examines the course listings and
requirements, one finds few courses on this subject being offered at the undergraduate level
(it is different in the master’s program), and those that are offered come somewhat late in the
sequence. There is a lot of student demand for classes on Russian politics per se, and this
looks to us like a natural area of comparative advantage for FAPS, given the impressive
expertise among faculty members. Some Russia experts have been hired recently, so it is

likely that the number of courses offered will increase in the near future.

Some people claim “There is no politics in Russia now” or, because of the authoritarian turn,
one can no longer study Russian politics, or that international models of politics cannot
possibly work in the Russian context. This seems to be an inadequate response. The
comparative advantage of faculty and students at HSE and in FAPS in particular is not to turn
their back on theory but to work out theoretical innovations derived from the Russian
experience and Russian data. There is a large and high-quality international literature on
Russia in both comparative politics and international relations. It is not well represented in

the FAPS curriculum. We would encourage more coursework on contemporary Russian
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politics that integrates methodological training, theories from political science in general, and
fine-grained analysis of Russia.

3d. International Relations

More courses in international relations urgently need to be added to the FAPS curriculum. In
doing so, it will be important to recognize how the field has changed in recent years. In
particular, although paradigmatic debates between realism, liberalism, and constructivism
were once dominant in the field, contemporary scholarship at leading research universities
has moved on. For example, influential contemporary work in international security is
primarily quantitative or formal, rather than qualitative, and focuses on modeling strategic
interactions and testing precise hypotheses rather than wrestling with big-picture issues such
as disagreements between “liberals” and “institutionalists.” For their part, specialists in
international organization have stopped trying to convince skeptics that cooperation is
possible, and have gone on to develop sophisticated theories about the governance of
international organizations and their interactions with domestic politics, and to test them
using quantitative methods. A good example of a textbook that takes this approach is Jeffry
Frieden, David Lake, and Kenneth Schultz, World Politics: Interests, Interactions,

Institutions.

More broadly, our concern is that there are no specialists in international relations on the
FAPS faculty, which is reflected in the fact that the international relations syllabus had to be
developed by comparativists, and that there are no more advanced or specialized courses
offered. This is a consequence of the historical development of the faculty, which led the
specialists in world politics to split off in 2006. The scholars now in the Faculty of
International Economics and World Politics are highly qualified, but their approach is more
similar to interdisciplinary international studies than to the contemporary discipline of
international relations within political science, and they would be unlikely to feel comfortable
within FAPS. Their departure should be seen as an opportunity for FAPS to recruit young,
methodologically advanced faculty who are trained abroad to teach international relations,

and to build this area into a new distinctive area of strength.

Over the next three to five years, FAPS should make it a priority to hire several qualified
specialists in international relations, most likely trained in American universities, and begin
to offer several new undergraduate courses. For new courses we suggest offerings on:
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introduction to international relations; international political economy; international security;
Russian foreign policy and the international politics of Eurasia; politics of the European

Union; and international organizations and international development.
3e. Mandatory Courses versus Electives, and Student Demand

This is partly a question of the curriculum, but the question of which courses should be
mandatory and which should be elective, or non-credit electives also touches on the issue of
course content and hence we discuss it here. It is obvious that if a class is not required the
number of students enrolled is likely to decline and students may make choices based on
expected grades and workload, perhaps choosing easier courses. This could have an effect on
faculty incentives in teaching courses as well—to attract students, faculty may possibly make
classes not only more interesting, but also easier and less rigorous. In addition, the problem of
elective courses is not only that students may choose easier classes, but also that the emphasis

on student choice may result in a lack of systematic knowledge.

It is also the case, however, that lack of student demand in FAPS and political science
generally in Russia is a serious problem and cannot be ignored if political science as a field is
to grow. In our meetings with students, interest was expressed in more English-language

courses, as well as courses in international political economy and American politics.

A decision to determine course offerings on the basis of student demand has to be weighed
against what student preferences are, which may be for easier grades rather than rigorous or
systematic knowledge and skill training, and also against the need for systematic, sequential

learning.

Nevertheless, we recommend that in terms of topics, i.e. courses related to specific countries
(the USA, Russia, Brazil, etc.) or themes (elections, political economy, civil war) FAPS
survey students to find out systematically where student interest lies, and then work to get
courses on high demand topics taught, including in the first year. At the same time, FAPS
should endeavor to maintain high standards in all of the courses so that students are not
simply choosing easier courses. By offering courses on topics in demand by students early
on, the faculty may be better positioned to bridge the methodological, theoretical, and

empirical divide discussed above.
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4. QUALITY ASSESSMENT AND ASSURANCE

There is a veritable industry in education research and educational testing, dealing with
matters of on quality assessment and assurance. We do not want to delve too deeply into
debates about which system is best at the institutional level, and we recognize that in order to
reform, some kinds of metrics are necessary for measuring progress. But we would like to
note as well that an overemphasis on testing and reporting requirements might actually
detract from reform within FAPS and HSE. Unfortunately, when measures become goals in
themselves they sometimes cease to be mere measures. This problem should be familiar in
the Russian context, since the obsession with quantitative targets led to many of the perverse
incentives and characteristic failures of the Soviet-era system of central planning. There is an
important tension between the desire to attract the best talent and the desire to extract the
most effort and improve the quality of teaching. The best international practice suggests that
excellence in teaching is best achieved with a light administrative touch and extensive student
feedback.

Some instructors told us that filling out reports and reporting on reports occupies more of
their time than any other activity. This is unfortunate. On the other hand, faculty with foreign
Ph.D.’s told us that they do not have to fill out reports, because they do not speak Russian,
and that other people were assigned to file reports for them. An example of unnecessary
reporting can be found in some of the syllabi shared with the EC. For example, the World
Politics syllabus is 49 pages long; the first 6 or 7 pages consist almost entirely of metrics for
measuring learning outcomes. Although there is nothing necessarily wrong with the explicit
statement of how the course material is connected to specific learning outcomes, the level of
detail struck the EC as unnecessary and overly costly to all concerned. FAPS needs to find a
way to focus on a set of learning objectives for students and professional goals for faculty
that do not eat up too much time in filling out reports.

Some kinds of activity fall outside the scope of formal teaching or individual faculty
research, for example, creation of websites or blogs, informal advising of students, and
commenting on other faculty members’ work. This kind of activity is important to the
creation of a vibrant intellectual community, and if metrics are to be used in judging faculty
and students, attention should be paid to what kind of activity is not currently being counted
in the metrics focusing on publications and hours in the classroom or student credit hours.
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For course evaluations, it seems that currently only the leadership of FAPS receives them.
Hence they serve a monitoring function but not as a feedback mechanism for faculty. Instead,
faculty should receive feedback from students on courses in order to know what has worked
well and what aspects of the course need improvement. In addition, if peer review of courses
were instituted, faculty could learn from other faculty about how to make gains in teaching

and learning outcomes.

The bachelor’s students whom we met and observed in classes seemed bright and articulate
and were by and large satisfied with the program. While they told us that they can use the
“red button” on the HSE website to voice complaints, it did not seem that there were very
many other options for positive feedback on the program, other than the “best teacher” award
system. A yearly student survey on the degree program as a whole might be a way to get
more input from students and would be a way to address the relatively low demand for

political science by undergraduate students.

5. ANNUAL PROJECTS AND THESES

Perhaps the most distinctive strength of the undergraduate FAPS degree programs is the
guided research which culminates in the baccalaureate thesis. The students have seminars in
each year of the program that are designed to teach particular sets of research skills and
produce term papers, including annual projects (kursovye proekty). These seminars are taught
by graduate students, but the overall plan has been carefully designed, so that by the time
they embark on writing their theses students have already conducted a substantial amount of
research. Students we met in the second and third years of the program already had clear
plans for their thesis topics, which covered a substantial range. Some had already conducted
field research, including participant interviews and surveys, and some hoped to combine

study abroad with research.

A distinctive feature of the undergraduate program in applied political science at HSE is that
every student is required to produce a baccalaureate thesis (diplomnaya rabota). In contrast,
only a few elite universities in the United States require an honors (baccalaureate) thesis of
every student (e.g., Princeton), and there are some where many students do so, although this
is not required (e.g., Harvard). Most universities treat this as an optional program to be
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completed only by the most ambitious students (e.g., University of Rochester or University of
Wisconsin.)

The baccalaureate thesis, then, sets the undergraduate program in FAPS at HSE apart. There
are differences of opinion about the quality of undergraduate research at FAPS, and it is
beyond the scope of our study to evaluate this. We have commented above on the lack of
methodological rigor and the gap between methods and substantive issues identified by some
faculty as a concern relating to student research projects. We noted the need to integrate
methodological, theoretical, and empirical coursework, and individual student research
projects could be the place to focus on doing this. More than one faculty member told us that
it was a serious problem that students do not know how to apply methods that they have
learned to empirical research, and they do not understand the applied significance of, for
example, game theory or probability theory. One faculty member noted this as the most
important concern he had about FAPS. For their part, some students that we interviewed
disagreed with the proposition that the quantitative and game-theoretic training they received
was disconnected from their research topics. Several indicated that they were using
quantitative analysis in their theses. The graduate students who teach the seminars that
prepare them to do thesis research indicated that they regard making these linkages effective
as an important objective. Nevertheless, it bears repeating that it is important to not only have
formal opportunities for student research, but also to provide the high-quality mentoring and
advising that is necessary to create high-quality student research. Undergraduate research
would certainly benefit from more active faculty involvement in mentoring and supervision,
and this would be an efficient way to redeploy faculty resources freed up by reducing the

teaching load and required number of credits.

This problem cannot be solved by additional research requirements for students. Instead,
there needs to a concerted effort by faculty to help students integrate the methods, theory, and
empirical work. Faculty have to be supported in that effort by the existence of integrated
course work that prepares students for research and by incentives or metrics which take
faculty advising into account and reward faculty for efforts in helping students produce high-

quality work.

There are a number of opportunities for student research outside of formal coursework. The
involvement of undergraduates in the “laboratories” seems like a good model for student
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research. The only downside is that the laboratories are quite closely tied to individual faculty
research projects, and hence are not necessarily systematic. Consequently, only a small
number of topics are eligible for laboratory-funded research, and the availability of laboratory

spots for undergraduates also seems limited.

6. FAPS DEGREE PROGRAMS AND THE LABOR MARKET

It is clear that there is a problem with labor market demand in Russia and political science
degrees. At many American universities, political science is the largest major or in the top
five majors, and a political science bachelor’s degree is widely seen as a gateway to many
professions. That is not the case in Russia. Political science has not existed very long as a
discipline, and frankly speaking, the terms politologiya and politolog have somewhat

negative connotations.*®

FAPS therefore faces somewhat of an uphill battle. But, in the view of the EC, the battle is
not an impossible one. In our conversations with students and alumni, it seems that the
Political Management track was reasonably successful in preparing students for future jobs,
and hence the current level of satisfaction of students and success in the job market needs to
be taken into account. In addition, however, we recommend that FAPS develop an “Honors
Political Science” track, replacing the Political Analysis track. It would emphasize training
undergraduates in political science as recognized internationally, that is, with a focus on
comparative politics (including Russian politics), international relations, and/or political
theory. Some students in the honors track could be expected to undertake eventual graduate
study in political science. Others would be attracted by the opportunity for a more rigorous
and intellectually satisfying undergraduate program. While the honors students would still
concentrate on one of the subfields, the track would have additional methodological training

and individual research requirements.

Some faculty pointed out to the EC that students in the FAPS undergraduate program seem to
lose focus over time and that by the third or fourth year are apathetic and uninterested in their

coursework. This may partially be due to some problems discussed above in the curriculum

'8 In some Russian quarters, politologiya seems to come across as less than a serious pursuit (ironically
because it is politicized) and politolog as a public relations specialist or pundit.
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(too many courses, too many required credits, too much emphasis on methods without a clear
connection to the application of methods to empirical questions), but probably some of the

problem is also due to the need for students to focus on getting jobs upon graduation.

While there is no easy answer to creating a market for political science degrees in Russia,
clearly HSE and FAPS need to pay attention to this issue and develop a plan for addressing it.

We see two avenues worth pursuing.

First, in connection with the larger recommendation on rationalization of political science
course offerings at HSE, the creation of connections between FAPS and intellectually
adjacent units (such as those for world politics, public administration, and so forth) would
help address the status of FAPS, making it a more desirable place for high quality students

interested in a serious academic discipline.

A second avenue worth substantial investment is the development of additional study abroad
programs in political science. The faculty’s self-study lists a number of current partners in
Europe but none in the United States, Asia, or Latin America. The students we interviewed
were intensely interested in study abroad, but complained about the limited number of
options available to them, and in particular wished it were possible to study in the United
States. Creating such programs would serve not only the students who are interested in
foreign graduate study by giving them experience in a foreign institution, but could also be an
incentive for political science undergraduates because the foreign experience would be
broadly helpful in advancing the development of language skills, and it would add an element
of prestige to the political science degree. Study abroad is increasingly seen as one of the
hallmarks of high-quality programs of higher education in the United States, Europe, and the
developing world.

We note that the Faculty of International Economics and World Politics seems to be more
advanced than FAPS on the study abroad front and is working on a new English-language
bachelor’s degree that would be joint with the London School of Economics. We cannot
comment specifically on that program except to say that it would make sense to consider a
number of factors in a study abroad program for FAPS: (1) it is not clear that a joint degree is
superior to an HSE degree with a study abroad component. (2) The language issue needs to
be sorted out, i.e. should FAPS offer an English-language degree or is the current Russian-

language degree with English-language training sufficient? (3) There needs to be
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coordination among politics-related departments at HSE with regard to study abroad options,
as in other areas. (4) Perhaps this goes without saying, but HSE should consider any foreign
partners carefully, because some may not be offering quality coursework and could be

overpriced.

Finally, the development of an undergraduate study abroad option and partnership of some
sort with an American or European university could be a way to create a pathway for faculty
as well as graduate student exchanges, and such exchanges, especially bringing in
international faculty to FAPS, would have a number of positive effects on the undergraduate

program.
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F. THE GRADUATE PROGRAMS
1. INTRODUCTION

Graduate training represents if anything a more substantial challenge than undergraduate
education because it is more dependent on the quality of faculty research. The FAPS
undergraduate programs have made progress in retooling and seem by and large to provide
students with sets of practical skills that are reasonably well rewarded by the labor market in
Moscow, so far as we were able to determine. The graduate programs have a much more
challenging objective, however, because one of their objectives is to train researchers in
political science. In what follows, we discuss the current status of the master’s and advanced

degree programs and proposals to make them better.

The master’s program has two distinct goals. The first is to train practitioners who are
equipped for careers in politics, policy analysis, consulting, public relations, journalism, and
similar forms of public engagement. For this purpose the current program appears to be well
designed and quite successful, and this more or less represents a continuation of the current
undergraduate track in Political Management. It seems that the faculty has done a good job of
solving the perennial problem of how to make theoretical knowledge practically useful, and
has done so in the challenging Russian political context. Any changes to the training program
should take stock of this important accomplishment, and should preserve space for an applied
master’s program of this sort to continue. The second goal, however, is to prepare students
for post-graduate research training (aspirantura, leading to the degree of kandidat nauk). This
later degree, further, has the ambition of becoming something like an American Ph.D. These
ambitious goals call for substantial changes in the curriculum of the master’s program, the
development of a new Ph.D. training program that is quite different from the existing

aspirantura, and the cultivation of stronger faculty research.

2. THE MASTER’S PROGRAM

Our recommendation is to develop two distinct tracks for the master’s program, as there are
for the undergraduate program. One track could remain essentially unchanged and aim to
provide practical training for practitioners, and could bear the title MA Degree in Political

Management (politicheskoe upravlenie). The second track could be called an MA Degree in
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Political Science (politicheskaya nauka), and should provide advanced methods, theory, and
substantive courses to equip graduate students with the tools needed for independent, original
research. The curriculum should be designed to be theoretically and methodologically
demanding, and all of the coursework should be designed with the assumption that students
have already received preparation equivalent to the baccalaureate in FAPS from HSE. This
MA in political science should become the gateway to the aspirantura program, in the sense
that no one could enter aspirantura without first completing this program. This would
establish a set of standard expectations for training. On the other hand, completing the
master’s need not necessarily guarantee admission to the aspirantura program, since there are
advantages to maintaining selectivity, and there is a concern that it will be difficult to place

substantial numbers of Ph.D. graduates in Russian universities.

The current master’s program shares the curricular weaknesses of the bachelor’s program,
reflecting the same strengths and weaknesses of the faculty. A lot of the faculty and course
offerings are in areas that do not really belong in a political science department, such as
communications, public relations, public administration, and management. On the other hand,
some of the core competencies of a political science department are missing or very weak. As
we discussed above, the curriculum is particularly weak in the core areas of comparative and
international politics, which reflects gaps in the faculty. There are no regional or area-based
courses and, similarly, there are few specialized thematic courses in comparative politics,
such as democratization, political parties, political economy of development, etc. Only one
course is offered that is clearly situated in international relations, and it is taught at the
undergraduate level. A detailed discussion of the current master’s curriculum follows below.
The strongest point of the curriculum is in Russian politics, which has a very strong group of
faculty. This is an area in which the Higher School could quickly develop a research and
teaching profile that could form the basis for building a strong international reputation.
However, a successful graduate program in political science requires breadth and depth in

both comparative and international politics.

Collaboration between the far-flung units at HSE that engage in various parts of the political
science enterprise could be a solution for some short-term problems, particularly the lack of
international relations courses at the undergraduate level, but is not a viable long-term
solution at the graduate level. While collaborating with the Faculty of International
Economics and World Politics could help plug holes in the undergraduate curriculum in the
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short term, this approach would not solve the problem of international relations training at the
Ph.D. level, because, as we observed earlier, that faculty specializes in interdisciplinary
international studies rather than in political science. In order to mount a Ph.D. program that
could train international relations scholars in political science, it would be necessary to hire
new faculty members at FAPS itself. Hence faculty hiring in areas of comparative politics
and international relations that are not currently represented should be a priority.

Two recent initiatives have begun to make significant progress in enriching offerings in
comparative politics. One is a successful collaboration with scholars based in the United
States (Timothy Frye, Scott Gehlbach, and Ora Jonathan Reuter), who offer a research
seminar on comparative political economy on a distance-learning model, over Skype.
Students spoke very highly of this course, and wish they could have more opportunities of
this sort to have contact with international professors. In addition, we were impressed to find
that the students with whom we spoke were particularly enthusiastic about taking courses in

English.

Second, as noted above, FAPS has made some first steps in hiring new faculty members on
the international market, offering attractive compensation packages and teaching loads that
are internationally competitive. EC members interviewed both of FAPS’s recent faculty hires
and witnessed one in action in the classroom (in a class for master’s students), and our
assessments were very positive. Continuing and expanding initiatives of these sorts will
substantially enrich the curriculum and promote the international visibility of the master’s

program.

As we have said, the current master’s program appears to be well designed to satisfy the
needs of students with applied interests who are preparing to enter the job market as
specialists in various forms of applied political activity. The students with whom we met who
were preparing to enter the job market were largely satisfied and felt that they were receiving
the training that they expected to receive. However, students who hoped or planned to enter
the aspirantura program were very critical of the master’s program and felt that it fell far
short of adequate preparation for them. Upon further investigation, we have come to the

conclusion that the program should be significantly restructured.

Below are a number of specific concerns about the aspirantura program:
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» As with the baccalaureate, there is a need to separate the two tracks in an
intellectually justifiable way, and to have a clear curriculum for students pursuing

academic political science.

> There is also a need for a sequence of methods courses designed specifically for the
master’s program in political science. These courses in quantitative methods should
explicitly build on competencies developed in the undergraduate program and take
them further, so that students are prepared to conduct advanced quantitative research.
Students who enter the program without this preparation should be required to take
the undergraduate courses prior to entering the methods courses at the master’s level.
These courses would initially have to be offered by faculty members from other HSE
units, as is currently the case for the undergraduate methods courses, but eventually it
should be possible to hire political scientists who are well trained in methods and are
able to teach courses of this sort. Doing so will inject an important strain of
contemporary research into FAPS and will help to incorporate the faculty more deeply

into the training program.

» The number of applied courses (management, communications, etc.) is too high, and
there are too few core political science offerings. Some master’s students went so far
as to say that there are often no appropriate courses for them to choose to fill their
schedules, so they are forced to choose media- and marketing-oriented courses that
are not relevant to their interests. There is only one solution to this problem: to
aggressively hire more mainstream political scientists into FAPS, and to move some
faculty members whose research and teaching do not fit into the core mission of

FAPS into other units or, perhaps, out of HSE entirely.

> It seems that some master’s courses are not qualitatively different from bachelor’s
courses, and may repeat the same material. This is most obviously a problem for those
Master's students who have graduated from FAPS with a BA. For such students the
master’s program is not pushing its students to a new level of intellectual
development. This is a critical curricular problem that has to be addressed in order for
the program to achieve success in training academic researchers. Expectations of
work at the master’s level should be qualitatively higher than at the bachelor’s level,
at least in the academic political science track. In addition, as with the BA curriculum,
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advanced methods and theoretical tools should be more closely integrated into the
substantive courses. Students should develop the tools to critically evaluate
contemporary scholarly research that is published in the best English-language

journals.

In order to carry out the required transformation of the graduate curriculum, a substantial
amount a faculty development will be necessary. Some faculty have a practical professional
background and lack the credentials, pedagogical skills, academic background, and research
interests necessary for graduate-level academic training. One way to manage this is through
retraining opportunities for faculty, which are fairly common at U.S. institutions, albeit at a
small scale. The other, more direct route is to hire younger faculty with international-level

skills and experience.

As we discussed with the BA program, the number of courses required for the MA program

is too high. Students are required to take approximately seven subjects simultaneously, or
about twenty-four hours in class per week, which (together with commuting) takes up most of
their time. It is particularly important at the graduate level that students be encouraged to take

responsibility for their own learning.

3. OUTLINE OF A REFORMED MASTER’S PROGRAM IN POLITICAL SCIENCE

The master’s program in political science, in the EC’s view, should provide the essential
theoretical and methodological tools for advanced research leading to a Ph.D. along with
substantive courses in a variety of areas and a range of options for specialized courses that

introduce students to the research frontiers in their particular research areas.

The number of courses taken per term should be limited so that students can be expected to
do a substantial amount of reading outside class, write term papers that develop their research
skills, and begin work on their master’s papers. We recommend a course load of four courses
per academic period. Below is an example set of requirements for a program that would meet
these objectives and some sample course selections that students with different interests

might take within such a program.
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Since FAPS uses a form of the “quarter” system, we have expressed these requirements in

terms of quarters, with three quarters to the academic year, but they could be redesigned to fit

a semester system or an alternative academic year format.

Course Quarters | Comment
REQUIRED COURSES

The FAPS master’s curriculum as it currently stands appears to lack coherence. Within the

set of required courses, “Contemporary Political Science” may fulfill the role we assign to

“Scope of Political Science,” and it is taught by the leading senior faculty members in the

department, which seems appropriate. Similarly, “Theory and Methodology of Political

Research” seems to be a course on research design.

It is unclear, however, what rationale was used to choose the other required courses. For

example, “Contemporary Economic Policy” is taught by a member of the Economics Faculty,

and it is unclear what the content of the course is, but the title makes it sound very applied. It

seems to us more useful at this stage to teach theories and models of political economy than

to teach about current economic policy. We met with Professor Degtyarev, who teaches

“Political Decision Making,” and while Professor Degtyarev is impressive, and the course has




many merits, it also appears to be a course in decision theory that might be offered in a public
policy program. This seems very appropriate for a master’s program in political management
or some such but not, strictly speaking, for one in political science. Political scientists need to
be taught to think not principally in decision-theoretic terms, but instead in strategic terms.
Decision theory takes the actions of other actors as fixed, and analyzes optimal choice from
the point of view of one rational decision maker, while game theory analyzes the strategic
interdependence among actors who rationally respond to one another’s expected strategies.
We are also not sure how deeply the required course “Current Issues in Contemporary

Russian Politics” delves into fundamental questions, as distinct from contemporary events.

Turning to the elective choices, it is striking how narrow the available options are. The area
of Russian politics is richly represented. There is no department in the United States that
offers anything like so many courses in Russian politics, although most would offer more
courses than this in American politics. FAPS offers seven elective courses on Russia in
addition to the required “Current Issues.” They are “Civil Society and Local Government in
the RF,” “Social and Political Landscape of Russia Today: Nature, Population, Economy,
Politics,” “Theory and Practice of Electoral Engineering,” “Methods of Comparative
Regionalism,” “Post-Soviet Political Culture,” “Regional Politics of Russia,” and “Political
Regimes and Electoral Campaigns in the Regions of the Russian Federation.” In addition,
there is a non-credit course on “Russian Federalism: Theory and Practice.” Outside of
Russian politics, there are only a few courses offered in comparative politics: “Comparative
Political Economy,” “Political Protest in Hybrid Regimes,” “Nation Building and State
Formation,” and the non-credit course “Contested and Unrecognized States.” Only two
courses seem to touch on international relations: “The Global Context of Russian Politics”
and the non-credit course “Conflict Resolution and Post-Conflict Reconstruction.”

It is understandable why these topics would be felt as pressing in the Russian context, but the
result is that students are offered a skewed view of the fields of comparative and international
politics. In effect, the narrow substantive focus of the faculty on Russian politics makes it

almost impossible for a graduate student to specialize in some other area of political science.

In addition, a number of courses are offered that appear to fulfill the objective of training
students to work in political or commercial institutions and may be appropriate for an MA in

public administration, but that are not helpful, at best, for academic training in political
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science. At worst, training in this style may perpetuate habits of thought that interfere with
adapting to contemporary political science. Examples include “Political Forecasting,”
“Modeling Political and Economic Risks,” “Conducting Negotiations: Practicum,” “Crisis
PR,” and “Interaction with the Organs of State Power: GR Management.” We recommend
that, if these courses continue to be offered, they be offered only in the Political Management

MA program, and not in the Political Science program.

With the restructuring of the program and the addition of appropriate courses in methods and
political economy, the current faculty of FAPS could launch a strong master’s program in
political science with a substantive focus on Russian politics. Broadening the curriculum to
include comparative politics generally and international relations will require hiring
additional faculty members with expertise and research interests in these areas. While those
searches are going on, it should be possible to admit to a new Ph.D. program in political
science a small number of students who have research interests in Russian politics and have
completed the master’s program. As new faculty arrive, it should gradually become possible
to broaden the range of students admitted to candidacy for the Ph.D. program to include those

with research interests in other areas.

4. ADVANCED TRAINING: FROM ASPIRANTURA TO PH.D.

FAPS aspires to develop a world-class Ph.D. program in political science, which is very
different from the aspirantura program as it currently exists. Building an effective and
rigorous master’s program as a gateway into the program is the first step. Even before it is
possible to develop an American-style Ph.D. program, the revamped master’s program should
be able to place its graduates at top political science Ph.D. programs abroad. This, in turn,
will improve the attractiveness of the overall program, leading to a virtuous spiral.

4a. Culture Shift

Taking the next step will require a cultural shift within the faculty, because a quality Ph.D.
program requires that the faculty take ownership. It is possible to build a Ph.D. program on a
small but strong core of highly dedicated teachers who are also leading scholars. However,
the long-term health and success of the program depends on a shift in expectations about the

role of faculty in graduate education and achieving “buy-in” and active participation from a
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wide range of faculty members. This will require active leadership and team building,
deliberate faculty recruitment, and faculty development with a premium on research
performance and capacity. Bringing the faculty into alignment with the standards of a leading
political science department will be a long-term proposition, and it will have to start with

recruiting talented junior faculty.
4 b. Advising

The first prerequisite for building effective advanced training is to develop a strong culture of
graduate advising. The aspiranty with whom we conversed indicated that little by way of
effective advising of their research currently takes place, and what advising that does occur
takes place mostly at their initiative. In a strong political science training program, individual
advisers are initially assigned to graduate students with input from the student. But students
are free to change advisers if their research interests change, and also if they are unable to get
satisfactory input or to achieve and retain professional autonomy. Graduate advisers should
frequently meet with their advisees to discuss their research and career plans and
continuously monitor their progress. Graduate students have a tendency to get lost in their
research if they are not carefully guided and supported, and they can spend a lot of time in
unproductive lines of investigation. They need guidance in assimilating professional career
goals, such as promoting their research through participation in academic conferences,
applying for outside grants and fellowships, making contact with specialists in their field, and
finding appropriate publication outlets for their work. They need guidance in formulating
their research questions, designing their research, interpreting their results, and ultimately
framing their arguments. Excellent dissertations are not written, but rewritten, and the process

involves a lot of back-and-forth between students and advisers.
4c. Dissertation Committees

As important as the primary adviser is, the best approach, we believe, is not to rely solely on
a single individual to supervise each student. No matter how talented the adviser, there are
limitations to his or her knowledge and perspective, and each scholar has a particular taste in
research that students may find limiting. Almost all leading Ph.D. programs involve multiple
faculty members in the formal advising process, usually requiring three from within the
department, and often requiring one outside faculty member, who might be from a different

discipline or from a different university. These faculty members, including the graduate
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adviser, form a dissertation committee. The committee, in most cases, is required to evaluate
a dissertation prospectus that is prepared by the graduate student before formal work on the
dissertation begins. This prospectus lays out the fundamental research questions, empirical
puzzles, or theories to be evaluated, sets out a research design that is feasible and that
promises to provide answers to the questions posed, and outlines a schedule by which certain
objectives are to be achieved. The defense of this prospectus is a valuable opportunity for the
student to obtain feedback at an early stage of the research process and for the members of

the committee to discuss their expectations so that misunderstandings can be avoided.

The dissertation committee is ultimately responsible for evaluating the dissertation,
conducting a dissertation defense when it is completed, requiring revisions if necessary, and
making the decision to confer the degree. Any member of the faculty can serve as dissertation
adviser or as a member of a dissertation committee. The composition of the dissertation
committee is an important choice that is made by the student, which gives the student a
significant degree of autonomy in shaping her own research trajectory, while still subjecting

her to continuous supervision.

The dissertation committee structure appears to us to be much superior to the kafedra system
that has been inherited from the Soviet period."” Under the kafedra system only kafedry are
allowed to sponsor graduate students and confer degrees, so the advising process is at once
too tightly controlled and too decentralized. On the one hand, it is too tightly controlled in the
hands of the particular faculty members who head the respective kafedry, which imposes
practical limits on the kind of work that students can do, and also unnecessarily limits the
range of faculty to which students have access. International experience indicates that the
potential exists for exploitation of the graduate student-adviser relationship, and the best
counter to that potential is to give the graduate student the autonomy to choose his or her own
adviser. On the other hand, the kafedra system is too decentralized, in the sense that it confers
too much authority upon individual faculty members and does not subject them to the
criticism and self-correction of their peers. In contrast, working with a student in the context

of a dissertation committee allows the faculty members to balance and correct each other’s

7 We do not take up here the more fundamental question of whether the kafedra system as such should be
retained. The Expert Committee’s opinion is that the system has outlived its usefulness and should be
phased out, with due respect for the contributions and professional needs of individual chair holders.
But that of course is a matter that can be addressed only at the level of the university as a whole, and it
was thus not part of the EC’s brief.
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views. This can be a useful learning experience for faculty members as well as for students,
and is a key part of the process by which junior faculty members are acculturated into the

norms of a department and taught how to advise graduate students.
4d. Research Workshops

In addition to the formal structures of advising, dissertation committees and the milestones
laid down for students to achieve on the way to defending their dissertations, an effective
Ph.D. program includes informal processes that allow students to get continuous feedback
about their ideas and their research. One important example of this is the research workshop.
All leading political science departments conduct research workshops in a variety of subfields

or specialty areas.

Workshops are not courses for credit towards completing degree requirements. They are
different from the non-credit fakul’tativy in that they have neither a single instructor nor a
traditional syllabus. Rather, they are decentralized seminars, usually one-and-a-half to two
hours long, meeting weekly or biweekly at a set day and time, in which faculty members and
students take turns presenting their research and then answering questions. These workshops
are also regularized forums for visiting faculty research presentations; given that the time is
set on a day/hour when faculty and students are able to attend, workshops make it easy to
accommaodate visiting scholars. They are usually organized by subfield (American politics,
comparative politics, international relations), but in large departments can also be more
specialized (e.g., political economy, post-communist politics, political behavior and

psychology, etc.).

These are in the EC’s experience essential forums for faculty interaction and development,
and they are even more critical to graduate training, because students learn both from
presenting their work and seeing it criticized and from participating in the process as
audience members. Students hone their ideas, discover objections to their thinking that they
might otherwise have missed, and incorporate new ideas that arise from the creative
interaction of the community of scholars. In practical terms, students gain and practice
essential presentation skills, which will serve them well throughout their professional careers.
The aspiranty we encountered indicated that there are currently no regular forums or
workshops within FAPS in which they could present work in progress, exchange ideas, or

interact with faculty and fellow students.
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4e. Graduate Student Teaching

An important part of graduate education is supervised teaching on the part of the graduate
students, since the Ph.D. is meant to prepare young scholars to teach undergraduate and
graduate courses as well as for research. This usually involves working with faculty members
as teaching assistants in courses, but it is appropriate for some opportunities to be offered for
graduate students to teach independent courses, as well, since this allows them to develop
skills that are not gained as teaching assistants. The educational objectives of graduate
training should always be kept in mind and graduate students should not be required to teach
excessive numbers of students or courses. The expectations set for them should be those that

will most effectively advance their educational objectives.

In our meetings with graduate-student teachers (prepodaviteli) who are in the aspirantura
program, we found that they bear a tremendous teaching burden: as many as six courses a
year. For comparison, in a political science Ph.D. program in a research university in the
United States a graduate student would typically teach one course per semester (or the
equivalent of one course a quarter), if the student were teaching at all. In some Ph.D.
programs graduate students teach only occasionally or never. While graduate training was
financed primarily through student teaching in the past, the current standard practice is to
provide full funding for the period of graduate study, with teaching limited to a few years

during the program, which gives students the needed leeway to work on their research.

In addition, it seems that within FAPS the bureaucratic requirements related to teaching are
onerous. Graduate student teachers are required to produce extremely detailed syllabi, as are
faculty in general, and there is a great deal of reporting involved in the university’s attempts
to assure quality control and improve teaching. These burdens make it very difficult for
students to complete their degree programs successfully, and they impose severe constraints

on the quality of research that they are able to produce.

5. THE RESEARCH FOUNDATION

The foundation of a graduate training program is the quality of the faculty, which is

expressed most clearly in the quality of the faculty’s own research. FAPS has made important
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progress in this respect, and plans to recruit additional faculty members on the international
market who will bring valuable new skill sets and an international perspective on publication
of research. A substantial amount of faculty development remains to be done, however,
before the department will be in a position to train graduate students who can compete with

graduates of leading international programs.
5a. Trends in Political Science Research

To put this in appropriate context, the FAPS self-study starts with a realistic appreciation of
the distance Russian political studies still has to travel before it becomes fully competitive
according to the evolving international standards of political science. It emphasizes the
importance of cultivating faculty who are able to contribute to leading international political
science journals. It clearly acknowledges that approaches to political science pursued in
Europe, Latin America, and Asia are gradually converging on a general approach associated
in the past with the United States. The set of “gold standard” journals looked to as the leaders

in the field are almost all in the English language, and all but a few are based in the U.S.

International standards and political science journals are themselves evolving. During the
twenty-five years since politologiya became a recognized field in Russia, several related

changes have swept through political science:

> For articles other than those in political philosophy, the very top journals in political
science require the use of sophisticated methods (quantitative and/or formal theory) as

well as innovative theoretical and substantive empirical contributions.

» An accelerating process of technical intensification has set in, so that senior scholars
have to retool constantly in order to retain the technical skills necessary to publish in
the top journals, and many senior scholars work collaboratively with younger scholars

or graduate students who are more methodologically up to date.

» The top journals receive ever-increasing numbers of submissions, review standards at
them are more becoming more demanding, and the proportion of accepted to
submitted articles has steadily dropped to the point that top journals accept for

publication no more than 5 to 10 percent of submissions.

» Many scholars must divert some or all of their article production to less prestigious

and less widely cited journals.
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The FAPS self-study provided to us by Dean Melville is modest in its assessment of progress
made to date in publishing in peer-reviewed international journals, and calls for further
efforts. We keenly support this goal. The self-study may nevertheless overestimate the
progress made so far. There is a partial list on pp. 25-26 of international publications, but the
self-study does not explicitly indicate that the list consists only of journals that are not in the
top tier. To further investigate, we analyzed the complete list of publications since 2009
provided by FAPS.

For the most part the faculty members in FAPS produce a relatively large number of
publications per year compared to American scholars, although there are some faculty that
are less productive. However, the quality of these publications does not appear to be
especially high, as given by their journal placement or the international reputation of book
publishers. This pattern likely reflects professional preparation, the difficulty that Russian-
speaking scholars face in publishing in English-language journals, and the weak tradition of
engagement with contemporary international scholarship in political science in Russia as a
whole. It may also reflect pressure to meet quantitative productivity targets without

corresponding incentives to achieve qualitative objectives.

The following features play important roles in our evaluation of faculty scholarship, and we
highlight them because they will probably be factors in other international assessments of

FAPS faculty publications:

» Many of the publications listed are book chapters, encyclopedia entries, unpublished

conference papers, etc., rather than peer-reviewed journal articles or books.

> Itis unclear what the review process is for the Russian-language journals listed, so it
was not apparent to us whether to regard them as peer-reviewed publications in the
normal sense of the phrase. Upon investigation we learned that the faculty make
quality distinctions among the Russian journals and regard publications in some to be
more valued than publications in others, but it does not appear that any of them have a
tradition of double-blind peer review comparable to the international standard. This
may be a problem beyond the scope of our report and beyond the ability of FAPS or
HSE to change, but raising the international stature of one or two Russian journals
and providing more transparent indicators of impact and quality of such journals

would be useful for the development of political science in Russia generally.
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» Many of the publications appear to be policy briefs on current events rather than
academic scholarship.

» Judging from the titles, the majority of the publications do not appear to be connected
to mainstream international political science research or to engage with literatures that
are widely acknowledged to be influential. This could be a matter of taste in subject
matter, and there may be reasons for different subject choices, but engagement with
international scholarship is important in building an internationally recognized
department and graduate program and we urge that it be given sympathetic attention

in future.

» The bulk of the publications concern Russian politics. The faculty appears to have
very strong expertise in this area, but to have limited ability to publish in most other

areas of political science.
5b. Political Science Research and Tenure Evaluation

One perspective on this record that might be useful for us to share is how American political
science departments would evaluate these publications when making tenure and promotion
decisions for their own faculty members. This may not, of course, be the most relevant
perspective for a Russian institution, but we offer it because we have a lot of expertise in
evaluating tenure and promotion cases in our own context, and many of the distinctions that

are natural for us to make among journals might not be obvious to Russian administrators.

While we do not suggest that FAPS at HSE adopt this standard, we would like to note that
one fundamental point of difference is that American institutions typically do not consider
non—English language publications or English-language publications that are not peer
reviewed as relevant to tenure or promotion decisions. It is becoming standard practice in
many European departments to expect faculty to publish in international research outlets, and
as the FAPS self-study emphasized, encouraging this is essential to developing an
international research profile. The department has a very aggressive program of salary
bonuses tied explicitly to research productivity, and the top bonus is given for publishing in
international journals. This seems to us to be farsighted and extraordinary in the Russian

context.
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It is difficult, however, for administrators to gauge the merit of particular international
publications, and drawing these fine distinctions is really essential, both because some
international publications are of dubious quality and because others represent strong signals
of quality that should be rewarded particularly handsomely. Going forward, FAPS will have
to develop its own set of expectations and norms about faculty research. What follows is an
effort to help with this process by sharing our sense of the terrain of international political

science journals.

Among the publications listed in the document provided by the Faculty, in our assessment,
the following journal articles could be considered as contributing to a case for tenure or

promotion in the United States:

Communist and Post-Communist Studies, Post-Soviet Affairs, Problems of Post-Communism,
and Europe-Asia Studies are respectable though not especially prominent subfield journals
within comparative politics. The other publications are less prestigious, but are peer
reviewed. Most of these publications are co-authored, which is a normal aspect of scholarship
and not to be discouraged, but this makes it difficult to identify the contributions of the
individual authors. U.S. tenure cases at leading political science departments are rarely
successful without some well-placed single-authored article or book, in addition to a
substantial quantity of high-quality work that goes beyond the research in the Ph.D.

dissertation.
5¢c. Some Advice on Publications

A considerable number of institutions use the IS Web of Knowledge Journal Citation
Reports (JCR) database as a criterion for ranking journals. Given its use by HSE in research
compensation incentives, we would like to offer the following comments, which address

issues of journal quality, political science relevance, citation practice, and ranking.

First, the JCR is a rather blunt instrument that fundamentally relies on citations rather than
other distinctions among journals that play an important role in professional judgments of
their quality. By relying only on citations, many journals in the popular press incorrectly end
up in the rankings, since the ranking procedure cannot distinguish citations of academic
sources from citations of journalistic sources. Examples of popular press journals would be
The New Republic, Survival, or The Nation. The HSE and FAPS might also want to consider
that some journals that are not typical journals, such as the Annual Reviews of Political
Science (which has invited submissions), or Perspectives on Politics (which publishes many
literature reviews and book reviews), may nevertheless be very important levers for raising
the international stature of FAPS. It is therefore important to take the JCR with a grain of salt

and to be aware that it is a citation ranking rather than an overall quality ranking.
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Second, the sample of journals included in the JCR has a number of flaws relating to which
are included in general, and how journals are divided by category. Political science journals
are rather arbitrarily divided into a number of database categories, including Political
Science,” “International Relations,” and “Area Studies” among others. There is some overlap
among them, and some journals from comparative politics or American politics are
interspersed among them, while certain areas of political science such as political theory, and
area-based subfields (e.g., Russian politics, Chinese politics, South Asian politics, etc.) are
not well represented. In addition, some journals that would not be considered political science
journals are included, and sometimes prominently; for example, Marine Policy is highly
ranked by “impact factor” in the IR category but this is not a journal that IR scholars at
political science departments publish in; it is instead a leading journal of ocean policy studies.
This sample and categorization issue therefore affects which journals are considered as
political science journals and which are included in any ranked list. Where there are errors in
the sample and categorization of what constitutes a political science journal, the ranked list
will also be affected, and hence this must be taken into consideration in any use of the JCR

rankings.

Third, citation practices differ across journals and subfields, so that some low-ranked
academic journals perform unexpectedly well in terms of citations. The JCR on its website
does provide a lot of information about citation procedures, including the rate of self-
citations, but knowing about this does not ameliorate the fundamental problems of quality (as
opposed to quantity of citations) and relevance to political science (as opposed to other fields)

which are noted in the first two points above.

Fourth, we could quibble with specific rankings in the JCR using just about any of the
possible scores (e.g. impact factor, article influence factor, or Eigenfactor). However, rather
than focusing on ranking numbers, we think the above factors related to quality, relevance,

and citation practices should be considered along with the rankings.

Note: In so doing, one can see that journals in the top ten would be extremely strong
placements for faculty at HSE, while journals in the top forty would still be excellent, and
moving into the top sixty would be certainly a significant step toward advancing the research
prominence of the HSE.
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The JCR has attempted to address some of the above problems though its use of the
proprietary “Article Influence Factor” and “Eigenfactor” scores. The description of these

scores, according to the website, is:

Like the Impact Factor, the Eigenfactor® Score and Article Influence® Score
use citation data to assess and track the influence of a journal in relation to
other journals. Eigenfactor Metrics are available only for JCR years 2007 and

later.

The Eigenfactor Score calculation is based on the number of times articles
from the journal published in the past five years have been cited in the JCR
year, but it also considers which journals have contributed these citations so
that highly cited journals will influence the network more than lesser cited
journals. References from one article in a journal to another article from the
same journal are removed, so that Eigenfactor Scores are not influenced by

journal self-citation.

The Article Influence determines the average influence of a journal's articles
over the first five years after publication. It is calculated by dividing a
journal’s Eigenfactor Score by the number of articles in the journal,
normalized as a fraction of all articles in all publications. This measure is
roughly analogous to the 5-Year Journal Impact Factor in that it is a ratio of a
journal’s citation influence to the size of the journal’s article contribution over

a period of five years.

The mean Article Influence Score is 1.00. A score greater than 1.00 indicates
that each article in the journal has above-average influence. A score less than
1.00 indicates that each article in the journal has below-average influence.'®

While the JCR is available through a subscription to the ISI Web of Knowledge, the
Eigenfactor Score and Article Influence Score are available for free and directly at

www.eigenfactor.org, and the database can be searched by the same JCR categories.

We enclose as the appendix to this report a file listing all journals in the top 60 rankings in
the categories of Political Science, International Relations, and Area Studies, ranked by their
Eigenfactor Score, which we think is a bit better—though far from perfect—at addressing the
quality, relevance, citation, and ranking issues. An Excel file containing this data will also be
supplied to NES and HSE together with the rest of our report. The other data from the JCR,
and possibilities for ranking, are included in the tables for comparison. Rather than providing
detailed commentary on each journal and its position in the list, we instead suggest the HSE
and FAPS endeavor to work out their own criteria for journal quality and relevance to

political science and consider those criteria in conjunction with the JCR.
5d. Some Highly-Regarded Journals

For future reference, we provide below a partial list of highly-regarded political science
journals by subfield. We recognize that there are differing opinions on journal rankings, but
we think there is value in nevertheless conveying our opinion on where HSE should look for
quality publications in political science. By convention, general-interest journals are
generally considered to be the top journals in the field, although a few highly-regarded
subfield journals such as International Organization may rank very high, depending on the
opinion of the person making the ranking. Similarly, the journals listed under the rubric of
comparative politics are regarded as stronger than the more specialized regional journals such
as those about Russian and Eurasian affairs. The journals are listed in order of prestige within
categories, and to facilitate comparisons across categories, we use the number of asterisks to
indicate comparable levels of prestige.

5e. Some Highly-Regarded Book Publishers

There is also a hierarchy of quality among book publishers. All American and British
university presses require single-blind peer review (the author does not know the identity of
the reviewers, but the reviewers do know the identity of the author), and the review process is
taken very seriously. The top presses can afford to be quite selective, so successfully

publishing with Cambridge, Princeton, or Cornell indicates passing a rigorous hurdle. The
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reputations of university presses vary substantially by academic field and over time, so the

list below ranks what we take to be the leading presses active in political science. We divide

them into two levels, list them in order of quality within their respective levels, and provide

asterisks to indicate the relative quality of the very top presses.

G. IMPROVING THE EVALUATION PROCESS

All in all, we give high marks to the preparation and organization of the review process. The
Expert Committee got excellent cooperation from Higher School officials and members,
beginning with the rector’s office. Dean Andrei Melville was generous with his time and
insights throughout the field visit and responded promptly and fully to requests for
information. His colleagues in the FAPS headquarters were also very forthcoming. Irina
Fedorova of NES’s Center for Applied Research provided a thick packet of background
documentation and smooth administrative coordination. During our week in Moscow,
Tatyana Intigrinova of NES provided excellent hands-on support, handling requests for

supplementary meetings and consultations as the week progressed.

One comment is that distribution of documents about FAPS would have been more efficient
if it had been done through a web-based sharing system such as Dropbox, as opposed to using
email attachments. We found the documentation informative in general but lacking in several

particular regards.

» Although we were provided with considerable information about FAPS faculty
members and their activities, it was somewhat incomplete, and follow-up requests for
data were needed, sometimes on fairly elementary points. We did, however, receive

the additional information.

» We were given several syllabi but that was all. The best arrangement would be for
them to be posted online during a review process such as ours. One would think
that FAPS and HSE should have all syllabi online anyway for prospective students

and outside faculty to see.
» Course evaluation forms and responses should be shared with the next EC.

The EC also felt it was largely flying blind when it came to evaluating the market
performance of graduates of FAPS programs. We had an enjoyable dinner with a small group
of graduates who were successful, but we came away with very little idea of what the overall
population looks like.
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H. SUMMARY OF RECOMMENDATIONS

On Major Contextual Issues

1. Consider renaming FAPS to remove the “applied” designation and change to Faculty of

Political Science.
2. Undertake some streamlining and simplification of the organization chart.
» No forced amalgamation of all adjacent units.
> Resolve status of Integrated Communications.

> Investigate regrouping of the Faculty of International Economics and World Politics,
the Faculty of State and Municipal Administration, and the Public Policy Chair into a

School of Public Policy and International Affairs, with distinctive subunits within it.

3. Make FAPS a full-service political science department by committing to recruitment of
faculty in comparative politics and international relations, thematic areas marginalized

in the past by the accidents of organizational development.

4. Press for the relocation of FAPS operations to a more central venue in Moscow.

On Quality of the Teaching Staff

5. Use appropriate methods to recruit and promote scholars trained in contemporary
approaches and methods, and to winnow out scholars who do not fit the required

profile.

6. Raise the proportion of faculty working on international contracts to 26 percent by 2020, in

keeping with HSE plans.
> Will require two net international hires per year.
7. Actively explore other ways of drawing foreign-based scholars into FAPS’s work.

> Relatively short teaching or teaching-and-research modules.
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» Sabbatical arrangements.
» Recruitment of retired or pre-retired scholars.

8. Continue with the HSE system of bonuses designed to stimulate research productivity and

encourage FAPS faculty to participate fully in it.

9. Pioneer a program to involve foreign scholars in joint research with HSE political
scientists, with an eye to co-authorship and co-publication of research results in

international journals.
10. Find ways to lessen the burden of paperwork on teaching staff.

11. Set up a weekly seminar series for faculty members to foster intellectual exchange and
collegiality.

12. Provide personal workspaces or private offices for faculty members, in accord with HSE
targets for 2020.

13. Move toward the expectation that FAPS faculty will work for the institution full time.

On the Bachelor’s Program

14. Within the limits set by Russian laws and regulations, substantially reduce the number of
credits or at least the number of classes (disciplines) required for the degree, to bring

the degree into line with international practice.

15. Restructure the degree in the short term by replacing the existing Political Management
and Political Analysis with an Honors Political Science track (largely based on the
Political Analysis track) and a General Political Science track. As part of this reform,
classify courses in terms of the main categories of political science as a discipline
internationally, i.e., Comparative Politics, International Relations, and Political

Theory.

16. Plan in the longer term for a transition to a four-track system, with specializations in

Comparative Politics, International Relations, and Political Theory, plus an honors
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track that builds on one of those three which is more oriented toward graduate study
and advanced methodological training.

17. Develop a set of minors across HSE from other departments that FAPS students could
take in addition to their FAPS major, and a minor within FAPS which would be open

to students from other departments.

18. Integrate methodological training and theoretical coursework into substantive empirical

coursework in political science.

19. Add courses in comparative politics, Russian politics, and international relations, and
more courses on substantive themes in political science, especially ones of interest to

students in the first and second year.

20. Reduce as much as possible the monitoring and reporting requirements, especially in
regard to teaching.

21. Make better use of course evaluations in order to provide faculty with feedback on

courses.

22. Improve the connection between methods, theory, and empirics in student research

projects.

23. Notwithstanding the weak market for political science degrees, focus on creating an
excellent, internationally recognized political science degree program. This would be
a substantive step towards improving the status of FAPS, making it a prestigious place
for high-quality students interested in a serious academic discipline.

24. Substantially increase study abroad opportunities for FAPS students.

On the Graduate Programs

25. Create a two-track master’s program, which would parallel the two-track undergraduate

program.

26. One program in Political Management would be mainly to provide practical training for

practitioners, most unchanged from current offerings.
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27. The second, leading to a Master’s Degree in Political Science, would be the gateway to a
new Ph.D. in Political Science. Required courses would include classes on the scope
of political science, quantitative methods, political philosophy, Russian politics,
comparative politics, international relations, political economy, and a research

seminar. Students would also take electives in political science and in an allied field.

28. For the new master’s degree, making this change will require substantially enriching the

curriculum with substantive courses in core areas of political science.
29. Create a new Ph.D. program to replace the traditional aspirantura/kandidat model.

30. The new Ph.D. stream should have intensive graduate advising, Ph.D. committees,
research workshops, and graduate teaching requirements modeled on international

standards.

31. Make retraining available for faculty who need it and replenish the ranks with new local

and especially international hires.

32. Upgrade research by rewarding international publications and using publications as part
of the faculty review process, but focusing more explicitly on high-quality

publications.

33. Be aware of the complexities of using international ranking systems for journals and
academic book publishers.

On Improving the Evaluation Process

34. Use a web-based information sharing system such as Dropbox to distribute documents
about FAPS.

35. Provide fuller data about FAPS faculty members, access to a full set of syllabi, and course

evaluation forms and responses.

36. Provide better information about the market performance of graduates of FAPS programs.

Eigenfactor Score

The Eigenfactor Score calculation is based on the number of times articles from the
journal published in the past five years have been cited in the JCR year, but it also
considers which journals have contributed these citations so that highly cited journals
will influence the network more than lesser cited journals. References from one
article in a journal to another article from the same journal are removed, so that

Eigenfactor Scores are not influenced by journal self-citation.

Article Influence Score

"The Article Influence determines the average influence of a journal's articles over the
first five years after publication. It is calculated by dividing a journal’s Eigenfactor
Score by the number of articles in the journal, normalized as a fraction of all articles
in all publications. This measure is roughly analogous to the 5-Year Journal Impact
Factor in that it is a ratio of a journal’s citation influence to the size of the journal’s

article contribution over a period of five years.

The mean Article Influence Score is 1.00. A score greater than 1.00 indicates that each
article in the journal has above-average influence. A score less than 1.00 indicates that

each article in the journal has below-average influence."”
